The Commissioner’s Court de­
sires to call attention te the fact 
that at a recent session of the 
legislature a law was pissed 
which proyidss that whsre delin­
quent taxes are paid before Jan 
uary 1, 1933. no interest or pen­
alty will be charged, regardless 
of the number of years they 
have been delinquent.

Ws feel that many who owe 
taxes do not know of this law 
nor how much they could save 
by paying their taxes befote 
January 1, 1933. The following 
is an example of the amount sav* 
e d i ' pa d during 1932. If ono 
owes $52.05 taxes it can b« paid 
in full, if paid during 1931. for 
$52.05. If he owed $52.05 taxi s 
for the year of 1930 and * d not 
pay it before January 1, 1933 he 
would be compelled to pay $6J 80 
or $9.75 interesttnd penalty , if 
he owed $52 05 for the year 1928 
and did not pay it before Jan* 
uary 1, 1933 it wou'd cost him 
$69.92 or 17.67 interest and pen­
alty; 'f  he owed $52.05 taxes for 
the year 1925 and did not pay it 
before January 1, 1933, it would 
cost him $80.42 or $28 37 inter­
est and penalty. Delinquent 
taxes for various years and a- 
mounts would inerease prorort- 
ioaately if not paid before Jan­
uary 1. 1983. H .ndreda of peo­
ple took the advantage of a sim­
ilar law in the latter part of 1931 
and paid their taxes and many 
are doing so now. This partic­
ular law will not be in effect 
after December 31. 1932 The 
Commissioner’s C-.urt will not 
have, nor has it ever had. the 
power to rfmit in:erest and pen­
alty on State and County taxes.
