M. Merryweather, engineers, bave
been arrested on the charge of
manslaughter, and, if punished, it
will serve as a warning against
such criminal neghgence in the
tuture.

The Indians of Nevada rely
mainly for food on the pine cones,
or nuts, that grow in great abun.
dance 1n the pine forests. 'I'he
trees are small, rarely exceeding
15 feet in height wnen full grown,
but in fruitful seasons yield enor-
mous quantities of cones. The-e
are driea and made into bread, or
roasted whole. The Indians go to
the harvest in large parties, mounted
on ponies, and make a pleasure ex
cursion of the work. “Arrived at
some central peint whero waer
and grass are found,” says a cor-
respondent of the San Francisco
Bulletin, *the squaws with baskets,
the men with poles, ascend the
ridges to the laden trees, followed
by the children; beating begins
with loud noise and chatter; the
burrs fly right and lefi, lodging

against stones and sage brushes; |

the squaws and children gather
them with fine natural gladoess;
smoke columns speedily mark the
joyful seene of their labors as the
roasti.g fires are kindled, and at
night, assembled 1 circles, gairu,
lous as jays, the first grand nut
feast begine.”

A nurseryman of cxtensive ex-
perience in raising trees, oto., in
the Arkansas Valley, states that now
is just the time to mulch truit trees
in order to save them trom injury
and, perhaps, total destruction by
the freezing and thawing of the
ground. Much of the injury sus-
tained by trces by severe winter
weatber is caused by the roots and
fibres being expused. A good
mulching now will protect the
trees and roots and will more than
repay the trouble and cost by the
additional yield of fruit, We say
save your trees by attending to
the matter at once.

Mr. E. R. Fowler, of Gaylord,
sends us the foilowing interesting
item: In going from Gaylord to
Pratt's mill, any cold frosty morn-
ine, can be seen 1s8uing forth from
among the rocks near to the top ol
the bluff a smoke, or heat, as dense
as from a large fire place. On 1n-
vestigation 1 found quite a iarge
hole in the rock, and by puting
my hand in, it became very wsrm.
It emells hke coal oil, and Mr.
[Tarran thinks there is a hot apring
beneath. I have beard some of the
neigobors say that in summer, of
dark nights, lights or sparks have
been seen thero, It is something
curious to say the least, and should
be investigated. It i about one
bundred yards trom the mill.—
Smith County Pioneer.

THE BLACK PLACUE.
A letter from St. Petersburg
says of the plague in Russia: It
has spread in the southern provinces
at a rapid rate. Thousands upon
thousands have died within the last
five days. Victims, when taken
sick, live only about two heurs and
turn as black as a negro all over.
All physicians ordered to take
care of the sick huve died within
twenty-four hours after their arri-
val. The corpscs are burned and
80 are the houses in which the
people die. Whole towns have
been laid waste in the past few
days. The government has placed
a cordon of soldiers around the in-
fested provinces so that the people
can not get out and spread the
diseare. Any who attempt to
break through the cordon are shot
dead on the spot. People are be-
gioning to foel uneasy all over the
empire. The government of course
does not allow the news to get out;
all reports are suppressed. But the
worst of ali is nobody can get out
of the empire. The Austrian and
German governments have placed
a double cordoan of soldiers along
all the frontiors preventing ali per-
sons from entering their territory
from Russia. All persons from
Russia by railroad are stopped at
the frontier and detained 20 days
in quarantine; their baggage and
clothing are disinfected and if they
prove all right after the lapse of
twenty days they are permitted to
cross the border. During twenty
days quarantine the people are
housed in large sheds and barns
without any accommodations or
comforts. Ofcourse the knowledge
of this fact keeps the people from
raveling. There is no possibility
of slipping out anywhere. The
government is doing all in 1ts power
to prevent tbe disease from spread-
ing, bat if it is not stayed soon
their victims may fall by thousands
daily.  Itis much worse thin tho
yellow fever was in the South last
summer. "It was brought by a
Tartar soldier a month sgo who,
on leaving the Turkish territory,
pulled off from a dead Turk on the
battlefield a handsome shawl which
he tied around his body. O ar-
riving in his native town ho pre.
sented his shawl to his sweetheart,
a girl 19 years of age. She tied it
around her body and danced for
joy in a room whero there were
some 25 people. In two hours she
died, and five houis after the intro-
duction of the shawl into the room
the whole party of twenty-five had
died. All turned black. ILa three
days the “whole town, containing
1,100 people, had died, with the
exception of foriy-three persons,
who had fled in timo. From this
town the pest commeonced sproad-

ing rapidly all over the country.

THE PALL OF DEATH.
The ravages ot the plague now

devasting portions ot Russia and
threatening western Kurope are
appalling, notwithstanding the ef-
forts of the several governments to
allay anxiety and prevent a panic.
We hope its progress may be
checked, but fear that no earthly
power 18 able te resist this march
ot death until it reaches the Atlan-
tic, in which event it will be im-
possible to prevent its crossing to
our shores.

The features of the disease, ac-
cording to a Russian report, are as
follows: “A tumor about the size
of a hen’s egg first appears in the
groin, accompanied by a feeling of
general aebility and violent head-
ache; this period lasts from the
ffirst appearance of the tumor until
its complete development, often two
or threo hours, never longer; to the
above symptoms succeed violent
anternal pains, excessive vomiting,
and in a short time black spots ap-
pear on the back, chest and fore-
arm and after one or two hours the
patient dies. Occasionally, indeed,
the sufferer eurvives the attack ten
hours, but in the generality of
cases only four hours.”

The physician furnishing the
foregoing facts has appended to his
report the following statistics: “The
disease act8 and runs its course
with frighttul rapidity. Of those
attacked but few survive, in fact
cases of recevery are so rare as to
scarcely warrant taking them into
consideration. The mortality may
be estimated at g5 per cent.

“In the small borough of Vietli-
anka out of 1,700 inhabitante not
one is loft, nearly 400 corpses re-
main unburied. Those of the in-
babitants surviving fled, spreading
tho disease in evory direction.

“The ravages committed by the
plague since the middle ages have
become matters of bistory. In 1665
it made of London one vast char-
nelhouse; 10 1720 nearly depopu-
lated the city of Marseilles, since
which time it has never appcared
in Western Europe, save at Naples
in 1815; it first attacked Moscow
in 1771, and 1n the course of that
century made great havoc in the
Southern part of Russia; daring
the very severe winter of 1828 g it
infected somo 2000 Roumanian
villages, killng 82,000 Russian
soldiers ere the army ot invasion
could cross the Balkans.”

Miniister Kasson, writing from
Vienna, says the Russian plague
excites great alarm in Gormany,
Austria and ITungary: that nearly
all patients died. Six army sur.
geons and ncarly all who came n
contact with the dead, had died,
although disinfectants were freely
used.

Thatis he gave four hundred
dollars 1n gold for ome thousand
dollars in gold, after having drawn
in gold interest on the thousand
dollars one thourand dollars. He
therefore paid out four hundred
dollars in gold less than sixteen
years ago and has now received
two thousand in rctuen, a profit of
sixteen bundred dollars. The
farmer bought fifiy acres of land
with bis thousand dollars in green-
bucks the same day that the bond-
nolder bought his bond. The
farmer has been paying tax on the
fifty acres for sixteen years and
also paying tax on his stock and
implements necessary to cultivate
the farm. Now what has our
bondholder been doing? He has
not paid one dollar of tax on the
entire two thousand dollurs that
have been paid to him which in
the first place cost him but four
bundred doilars. They each had
one thousand dollars to start with,
the bondholder never works a day
and comes out sixteen hundred
dollars better than he started.
The farmer works every day and
comes out, his fifty acres having
fallon to five hunired doliars in
value und his taxes being computed
at two bundred and fifty dollars,
seven hundred and fifty dollars
worse than he started.

18t, 1879, there were shipped to
foreign countries, from the single
port of Now York, no less then
359,95%,000 pounds of pork, bacon
and lard, to supply which would
require some
averaging 200 pounds each.
shipments were in the form of 21,
360,000 pounds of pork, 232,142,000
pounds of bacon, and 106,456,000
pounds of lard. 'I'he shipments for
the same pericd the previous year,
were 281,907,000 pounds, viz: 16,
370,000 pounds of pork, 167,989,
000 pounds of bacon, 97,548,000
pounds of lard,~~being a total in-
creaso this year of #%8,051,000
pounds, made up by an increase of
4,990,000 pounds ot pork; 64,153,
ooo pounds of bacon; and 8,908,
000 pounds of lard. The total in-
crease in pounds is 27 7-10 per
cent. lucrease in pork, 304 por
cent.; in bac,n, 33 per cent.;in
lard about g per cent. If we reckon
8 poumnds of corn to produce 1
pound of pork, the total shipment
from this port in the form of hog
