- This i* 
not by any means a wonderful 
thing in horticulture. In the fail 
of 1874, a greut many blossoms 
were seen on the fiuit trees ami 
especially on the cherry. Th 
cbe>Ty ripens its bud- a. d drop.- 
its leaves early in the sea-on; and 
the dry spell during July. Anguo 
und September of that year gave 
the trees a rest,, and the locusts 
having defoliated many trees made 
this rather unnatural state of rest 
► till more complete. When the 
tains came, about the last of Sep 
tombur, a levivul o f  vegetation 
somewhat like spring caused the 
buds ot many trees to start. Hence, 
we saw cherry, peach, pear, apple, 
plum, etc., in blootn, and shoots ot 
stems also in n state ol growth. 
The frost soon cut short all this. 
The buds which were intended for 
tbe next year’s cropliaving in many 
cases developed, and no others 
to. uu d to tuke their places, the 
cherty crop of 1875 was materially 
diminished.

tho partial, if not entire, slopping 
of immigration. When the future 
is considered, together with the 
immediate loss to the cotton and 
sugar crops I ir the yoar, the aggre­
gate injury to the South becomes
almo-l beyond computation."

THE PUBLIC MONKY IN POLI­
TICS.

In whatever branch ol the public 
service investigation is made, the 
roost flagrant abuses are discovered 
showing that the Treasury has 
been habitually plundered under 
Republican rule to subserve par­
tisan interests, and that tho ex 
pen (I no res were ccnlracted or ex­
panded as they would operate on 
national or local politics. In other 
words, tho whole machinery of 
government and the revenues were 
constantly used to preserve a par­
tisan ascendancy in the Adminis­
tration and in Congress.

The reports to Congress sre 
msdc up in a way to mislead the 
country, by conco-iling information 
to which the people sre entitled. 
The whole truth can never be 
known until a change o f  Adminis­
tration lakes place and ihe books 
and papers pass into oiher hands. 
But » ith all the artifices employed 
to It i t  the it nib, a careful analytic j 
i f b v m i t a e  official and prwverted1

figures brings to 1-gbt tho practices 
that were pursued to retain posses­
sion ol power.

Take as an illustration the great 
variety of expenditures for the civil 
list, all lumped together in the re­
port o f  the 8- cretary o f the Treas­
ury, under the bead of miscella­
neous, the elements of which can 
only be known to the initiated, and 
even to well-informed public men 
but imperfectly under the system 
which prevails at Washington of 
making np the public accounts and 
substituting general statements for 
specific details, by means o f  which 
every charge might be followed.

Following tho miscellaneous ex 
penditurea from 1863-’64 down to 
1872-’76 it will be found that in 
the years of three Presidential 
elections, and in nearly all the 
years of Congress elections, the 
outlay was entirely disproporlioned 
to what may be called, for discrim­
ination, tbo non-political years. 
Hero is a table made up from the 
last Treasury report, which shows 
at a glance the maiked difference 
between the two classes of year-:

Ol tlit-e tliir eon jears, tho mis 
cellaueous expenditures were in­
creased for tho three Presidential 
elections $31,224,714 over tho pre 
cecding years, iih<1 ten millions 
more, including the Congress elec 
lions, in the intervening years. In 
the tears succeeding the Presiden­
tial elections, the miscellaneous 
expenses fell off more than tune 
millions and a quarter. The regu­
larity of this increase and diminir 
lion tells tho whole story with as 
much precision as if  it were written 
in the plainest terms, and not in 
mixed figures intindvd to decetvo 
the unwary and to pul opponents 
oH’ their guard. Although tho ap- 
propi iaiions made by Congress 
ought to lie tho limitation of ex­
penditures, the executive depart­
ment-, under various prelex's, have 
s-aumed to disregard them, unit 
thus created diffidences at their 
own discretion. It is the duty’ ot 
Congress at the first opportunity to 
abolish this practice summarily, by 
making it a penal offence for any 
public officer to expond more money 
or to contract moro debt than is 
legally and explicitly authorized.
