Finding a nrw lake on Andros 
lUland Indicates that the Baha­
mas. a l t h o u g h  dl.scQirered by 
Columbus and sighted by Ponce 
de Leon on his historic search for 
the “ Fountain of Youth.” still are 
fertile ground lor explorers

Strung out for about 700 miles 
In the Atlantic Ocean off Palm 
Beach, the Bahama.'« consist of 
some 2.500 Islands. rcK-ks and keys 
many of which are less known 
than the more Isolated Islands of 
the South Seas

The aggregate size of th e  
Bahamas Is slightly greater than 
the state of Connecticut, but only 
a small area supitorls vegetation 
In recent years agriculture has 
shown Improvement

While .several of the islands 
have thick fprest.s. most Hahaman 
soil Is so shallow that modern 
plows uta practically u.seless In 
some places farmers rely on soil 
t h a t  fills honeycombed coral 
rocks Vet before Florida toma­
toes are ripe. Bahama tomatoes 
are on the markets of the United 
State.s and Canada Potatoes ind 
yams and tropical fruits thrive on 
the Islands where they ran get 
sufficient roothold

Most of the Bahama.s Ux)k to 
the sea and to winter vacationists 
for a living Of the Islands' 55.000 
Inhabitants about three-fourths 
are descendants of African slaves 
They are expert fishermen and 
guides for si>ortsmen bent upon 
matching their .-«kill with game 
fish that abound In Bahama 
«raters They are also expert sea 
turtle hunters, but most of them 

^are employed In the Islands’ 
sponge lndu.stry.

The water about .‘UMne of the 
Islands swarm.s with dark-skinned 
sponge divers, negresses sit among 
piles of sponges In the wrare- 
 ̂houses, expertly cutting, cleaning 
and sorting .sponges. In the towns 
one frequently comes upon a door­
way adorned with a string of 
sponges, the trademark of a 
sponge broker, and many cargo 
boats that leave the bdands are 
laden w i t h  bales of sixmges 
destined fur American and Euro­
pean ports.

Although New Providence Is one 
of the smaller islands. It Is the 
most Important becau.se It ts the 
site of Na.s.sau. Even In the minds 
of many sca.soned travelers. Nas­
sau not only Is synonymous with 
New Providence but also with the 
far-flung archipelago It Ls the 
capital, only city, and metropolis 
of the archipelago.

Normally Nassau ha.s a popula­
tion of about 12.000. but when 
frigid winds sweep over northern 
United State.s and Canada, its 
equitable climate adds thousands 
to that figure

Old Nas.sau with Its low build­
ings borders the harbor. Here and 
there the upper stories of recently 
built structures thrust a modern 

^louch Into a century-old pano­
rama. but mast of the new hotels 
and buildings are farther Inland, 
where they sit amid acres of 
beautifully landscaped grounds 
White walls Inclase many of the 

«city’s beauty spots, but often the.se 
are covered with tropical vines. 
Flowering trees a n d  graceful 
palms often reveal themselves 
above the barriers

Columbus found the Bahamas
