For Peaceful Rest Avoid Colhsmn

FUNCHAL, M&dcln. February
14.—The Madeira Islands, long the
haunt of the ocean traveler, are
marked by a quiet, peaceful
atmosphere which attracts health
seekers to their perpetually balmy
climate and picturesque scenery.

Every ship which enters the
harbor of Funchal, capital and
largest town in the islands, |is
met by native boys who amuse
the passengers by diving for coins
and never missing one-—no matter
how deep the water

The Madeira “taxi” always sup-
plies a thrill to the visitor. It
slides along on runners, llke a
sleigh, propelled by slow-moving

oxen.
Up and down hills the animals
plod through narrow cobbled

streets, solidly walled with spot-
lessly white houses Now and then
the front of a building is adorned
with exhibits of Madeira
embroldery work and through the
door small girls are seen skillfully
executing difficult patterns. Be-
fore some of these girls have
reached their teens, their needle-
work has graced the tables and
beds of some of the finest homes
in six continents, for they begin
embroidering as soon as they are
old enough to handle a needle
