Is 
thought to have been ditched" 
when the engine got hot l.ater 
In the night a 1933 Chevrolet 
coach belonging to H O. Ashby,

Originated In 1910 by Dean E J. 
Kyle, of the school of agriculture 
at the college, as a part of his 

|b school's program, the farmers' 
short course has shown healthy 
growth In the number of students 
atUndliiK, tht scope of the work 
offered and In the character of 
the students attending During lU 
first thrte years, the short course 
was held during the winter. Men 
only were Invited, and alt of these 
were grouped Into only one sec­
tion With the advent of home 
Seoumstratlon, however, programs 
ware arranged for women and 

■ CfrU. and the number o f thes« 
now attending the short course 
•ach year far outnumber the men 
and boys In attendance.

For several years the Farmers' 
Congress and the Farmers' Union 
met at the college during the 
short course, but as the course 
prospered, the Farmers' Congress 
began to wane In Importance and 
eventually ceased to exist When 
the extension service dIvUlon of 
the college became well organized. 
Dean Kyle, who Is recognised as 
one of the state's outstanding 
agricultural leaders and who also 
organized the annual high school 
vocational agriculture students' 
ISmllh-Hughesi contests for the 
state In 1924. arranged for the 
extension forces to meet at the 
same time as the short course. 
Upon recommendation of I)*'an 
Kyle, the extension service later 
took over full su(>ervislon of the 
short course program and their 
scope was widened even farther

Virtually every p h a s e  of agri­
cultural endeavor now Is Included 
on the program of the short 
course.s. but each year finds the 
schedule still farther broadened 
and Improved In 1933, the past 
year the ba.slc extension principle 
of demonstration was Intensified, 
and the several thousand people 
in attendance had much greater 
opportunity to make and do things 
themselves rather than merely be 
told how the thing should be made 
and done

This year's program will be no 
exception, as a number of valu­
able and InU-restlng additions and 
change.'  ̂ have been made In 
cooperation with the Texas relief 
Commls.'<ion. for Instance, the 
extension service will set up a 
complete rural work center to be 
In operation during the week

III the early days when Ballinger 
became a town peace officers and 
drivers of ox caru  Were nut both­
ered with the fast moving auto­
mobile Lawmakers grew gray 
headed working out laws to slop 
cattle rustling and "huas" steal­
ing but traffic laws were unheard 
of at that time

Hark about IIHKI to 1915 the first 
daws dealing with the operation 
of motor cars on highways were 
taken up and Uir first ones 
passed were very crude and Indefi­
nite and soon became obsolete 
To study the first laws passed is 
like reading a burleiMjur story 

Boon after cars were pul In 
general use It was realised that 
they must be Identified some way 
so a law was passed requiring 
each car to be registered with 
the county clerk for which a fee 
of 3h rents was to be paid When 
this was done the clerk designated 
a number for the car and the 
owner took wood, tin or some 
.such material and made his own

number to be attaclred somewluire 
on the car where It could be seen 

A few years later the state 
required a seal be purchased for 
each car and from Uiat a third 
amendment to the Idenllflcatlun 
law required a number similar to 
the one used today

A big task confronted the law­
makers when drivers of horses 
and mules began to be crowded 
Irom the roads Thu was not due 
to extra heavy traffic but the 
spirited teams of the early nine­
teen hundreds refused to asso­
ciate with the "horseleas buggies"
and run-aways resulted practically 
every lime they met One of the 
first laws regarding speed speci­
fied thsi the drivers of cars
sliuuld approach another vehicle 
of any kind In careful and pru­
dent manner and should slow 
down to avoid frightening animals 
and causing danger It was further 
stated that when the driver of a 
team or the rider of a horse held 
out his hand. the automobile 
driver must stop and wait until 
such time as the team or saddle 
huriie wa.H under control of his 
master

It was further specified that 
no car could be driven across a 
bridge faster than a walk. Later 
when cars became speedier a law 
was passed which asked for care­
ful driving and made It a viola- 
(Ion to drive faster than 26 miles 
In the cuuiilr yand 15 miles In 
cities.

Each car In Uie early days was 
required to be equipped with a 
bell, whutle, gong, horn or some 
noise .maker to amiounce lU 
approach and such noise equip­
ment was only to be used as a 
danger signal

Numerous laws regulating lights 
have been passed but Uie first 
only required some kind of a 
lighted lamp on the car to be 
used half an hour after sundown 
until half an hour before sunup, 
coster two headlights were required 
and a red talllight visible for 500 
feel

Another problem that has caused 
many laws to be written and 
rewritten was in regard to cross­
ing railroad and street car tracks.

In this era of last moving 
motors the ancient statues seem 
humorous but In the 1900s the 
problems of runaways and other 
liazards were just as ImporUint as 
the hit-and-run driver of today. 
The progress of the motor car 
has been one of the most inter­
esting of the age and the changes

Canceri are known to consist of 
ordinary body cells which krap 
on growing Indefinitely Instead of ' 
stopping when proper numbers 
and sizes are reached Dr Baker 
believes that all cells, left to them­
selves, would keep on growing 
indefinitely. Just as cancer cells 
do 77ie surrounding connective 
tissue supplies the chemical which 
stops them If ain-tlilng goe.s 
wrong with this mechanl.sm. cell 
growth goes on and a cancer 
results Dr Baker s treatment Is 
to miect Into the body of the 
cancer victim an extract of con­
nective tissue made from thr same 
part of the body of a cow pig or 
otlier animal as the part of the 
human body where the cancer la 
growing The Idea u  that thu 
extract may contain thr unknown 
growth limiting subsUnce and
