wlU aLso be requested to have them 
separated by ages as nearly as 
possible Following the appraisal 
U will require some time to type 
agreements of sale and after thLs 
is done It will be from 8 days to 
two week.s before owners receive 
checks

Condemned cattle will be killed 
on the spot and the owner will b«' 
required to dlspo.se of them if they 
are a menace to public welfare.
Tho.se rondemned will be unfit for 
human eonsumptlon or would bo 
unfit If .shlppi'd to market. Con­
demned cattle will draw the mini­
mum price In the ela.ss In which 
they are ILsted

Cattle purchased by the govern­
ment must be delivered to the 
place of shipment. It U recom­
mended that the rattle be driven 
as there Is no provision for 
hauling expense.s

After the animal.s are delivered 
at the pen the resttonslbllity of 
the owner and the county agent's 
offlre eea-ses and care of the stock 
and shipment to destination is 
turned over to the county relief 
administrator

but under the law that vole could 
not be counted

" Neither ts at lawful to bring a 
sample ballot U> the |M>lls and 
strike or rh(*ck the official ballot 
from the sample ballot Such a 
vote will not be counted

It Is not permissible for an 
election Judge to a.\slst a voter, 
unies that voter can speak the 
Rngll.sh language and ran advise 
the election Judge In English the 
persons for whom he Intends to 
vole •

" A common error made by many 
voters Is for them to draw a line 
through the name of the randl­
date that he Intends to vote for 
and to leave the remaining names 
on the ballot unmarked If there 
are only two candidates for that 
office, then the vote U counted 
for the person whose name ts not 
marked out contrary to the wish 
of the voter, or. If there are more 
than one candidate, the vote U 
not Counted at all
