A areat seaixtrt. .^nl^ter^l.lm • 
mast famed fur it.-, diamond 
euttlllK industry Kaeh >eat the 
country sends about $20 OiXt.tHK) 
worth of diamond-^ to the Unlti*d 
States alone, a n d  thousands of 
people are employed in the indus­
try Visitors are allowed In many 
of the large work.«, but the mast 
fascinating sight U in certain 
cafes of the district There dealers 
eome to bargain, heaping tiny 
piles o f the stones In front of 
them and turning them over with 
the nail of the little finger, which 
they allow to grow very long for 
this purpase.

Like must cities of Holland. 
Amsterdam has iLs network of 
canals, but these no longer are the 
important thoroughfares t h e y  
once were The traffic of today 
takes to the streets be.side them 
and In spile of the fact that no 
railing edges the water, accidents 
are rare When they do occur, 
there Is a sp<Tial comiKiny with 
elaborate m a c h i n e r y ,  which 
specialized In pulling hors«'s. car­
riages. automobiles and the like 
from the water.

Amsterdam also i.s a city of 
f a m o u s  paintings The Kyks 
Museum contains ina.sterpieces of 
all the great painters of Holland 
This year It Is celebrating it.s 
fiftieth anniversary with a s|x*cial 
exhibition of Rembrandts, and 
American travelers jiiay -ee on Its 

j^ a lls  palnting.s from .-Xmericaii 
collections which they may never 
see at home

If one’s Interest* are outdixirs 
rather than In. .\mslerdam has an 
Impie.sslve Zoological garden, with 
a special pmil for native w.idliu; 
blrd.s, a gloomy rum kept c.six-ci- 
ally for iu  owls and ,i large col­
lection of animal.-- It- pioudt.st 
pos.se.sslon Is. however, the .-.ehool 
of herring in Its atiu.irlum. it is 
said, for the.se fish have iievei 
lived In captivity elsewhere m the 
world.

Amsterdam is an excellent center 
for excusslon.s into other parts of 
Holland. O n l y  .short jourm-ys 
separate It from Voleiulam and 
Marken, where everyone goes to 
see the quaint easiumes worn by 
the fishermen; from 1-klam. famous 
for Its chee.se.s. and from Zaan- 
dam. the capital of windmill l.ind

There are literally hundreds of 
windmills In the district a b o u t  
Zaandam. and they are u.sed for 
everything, from sawing wixid 
pumping water, and making pa|X‘ r 
to cutting up tobacco The town, 
a gay one with re<l-roofed houMa, 
Is famed not only for its wind- 
mtlLs but also fur Its gri-eii paint, 
the brightest In all Hullaiid

Hundreds of travelers m.iy visit 
Zaandam each year, but never 
will they make Its elll/cn- uiulci 
stand tt-s real alttuctlon To the 
residents Its only "sight I.- a hut 
south of the dam. the cott.igr In 
which Peter tile (¡rea l livt-d wh-n 
he came to Holland to .sludv -hip 
building, and this they an- .ilw.i;, s 
eager to point out
