said to ppKiuce true white light 
like sunlight, tn.stead of light 
tinted with yellow, blue or other 
colors, have been demon.straled to 
t h e Academy of Sciences by 
Oeorges (laude, already known 
as the Inventor of neon lamps 
a n d  of one process for making 
liquid air.

According to M Claude, the 
Invention Is the result of team­
work between the physicist Andre 
Claude and a young chemist.

Dr 
Georges Urbaln The new  white 
lamp begliM with a gla.ss t u b e  
containing vapor of mercury, like
