cigarettes were found on his 
person and knowing that such 
merchandl.se was m i s s i n g  at 
Brady, l o c a l  authorities culled 
SherilT Kimbrough, who came here 
and obtained the confession. The 
defendant w as taken back to 
Brady after the pistol carrying 
charge here was disnit.vsed

The youth told of climbing on 
the roof of a building at Brady, 
letting him.seir down on the awn­
ing and entering a cafe through 
a window where he stole about $14 
In c a s h  and 16 carton.s of 
cigarettes This merchandi.se wa 
lett In an alley and he enlere<l 
two adjoining buildings and took 
.mull sums of money and mer- 
char.dl.sr, which he al.so cached in

showed less decline t h a n  several 
other (arm products, dropping

Cotton growers who sell t h e i r  
.seed, or exchange it. and obtain 
meal and hulls are obtaining their 
meal and hulls fur considerably 
less than a year ago In many 
rases, the cotton grower can  
eliminate entirely a n y  ditTerence

.seed this year and last If he u.ses 
the products from the .seed For 
example. If a ton of seed last year 
purchased IB .sacks of meal, and 
a ton of .seed thU year will pur­
chase 18 sacks of meal, the farmer 
who u.ses meal obtains the same 
feeding value as a year ago. In 
fact, because of higher livestock 
price.s. he probably will receive a 
higher return (rum his seed than 
a year ago.
