U. S. Forecast
The first government cotton 

estimate for 1938 was r e l e a s e d  
Monday, August 8. a n d  revealed 
the total higher than had been 
predicted The government report 
set the expected yield for 1938 at 
11.988.000 bales Immediately fol­
lowing the announcement, cotton 
dciilned $1 per bale 

The report showed the crop 78 
ts-r cent normal and placed the 
lint yield at 217 9 pound.s per acre 
It was estimated that 26.347 000

The origin of the word candle­
stick IS found In the long stick of 
wood to which was fastened a bun­
dle of rushes or a pine knot. This 
WHS carried from place to place as 
needed or spiked to the wall. Later, 
relates Alice R. Rollins in the Los 
Angeles Times, when the art of 
candlemaking was developed, the 
candles were placed on candle 
beams—a rude chandelier of cruas- 
aticks of wood or alrips of metal 
with aocketa or spikes, in sliding 
stands, in aconcea, which were also 
celled prongs or candlearms.

The candlea were made of tallow, 
apermaceti and bayherry, the lat­
ter obtained from bayberrtei which 
grew plentifully in New England 
and was noted for its pure, epicy 
fragrance. In e letter written by 
Robert Beverly in 1705, he statee 
that "nice people often put them 
out on purpoee to have the incenae 
of the expiring enufT "

All the lighting dcvicea tn the 
American ̂ MlOblea for the first 200 
years were generally the work of 
individual workmei> They were 
made by blacksmiths, tmsmiths, 
pewterere, glese-blowers, carpen­
ters or whatever the craftsman 
might be. Each of these created 
his own designs which were made 
for local distribution as necessity 
demanded and of which no two were 
exactly alike.

Candlesticks were made in wood, 
iron, brass, pewter and later silver 
and glass.

CHEMIST BEUEVEU TO HAVE 
SOLVED M Y S T E R Y  OP HOW 
MICROBES E A T  CELLULOSE

NORTHFLEET. Eng.. August 10
The mystery of how microbes 

manage to eat cellulose seems to 
have been solved by Dr Juiiies 
Strachan. chemist of the British 
Vegetable Parchment Mills

That they do eat It is one of 
the must important focls In the 
world Tlie leaves and stems of 
plants, the trunks of trees and 
the majority of other vegetable 
materials ore made up largely of 
cellulose If the world had no 
way to get rid of cellulose dead 
t r e e s  would lie on the ground 
forever Leaves and grass would 
accumulate each fall end never 
disappear Presently all the fer­
tile soils would be choked with 
plant debris, none of which ever 
would rut away.

Another Item is that cows, 
horses, end o t h e r  grass-eating 
animals could not live on their 
present diets were U not t h a t  
helpful kinds of bacteria In their 
digestive systems first attack the 
cellulose «so t h a t  its chemical 
elements can be absorbed Even 
the lowly wood-eating termite 
digests Its meals only by help of 
l i n y  micru-urguiiism.s in Its 
intestlne.s
