Postal Receipts Here 
Mount Considerably 
In Past 12 M onths

The book.s ware closed the past 
week-end on traffic deaths and 
Injuries In Texas fur the pa.st 
twi'lve months and state jiullce
were delighted with the 23 per
«-ent decrease over t h e  year
before. In 1938 1,579 people were 
killed on highways but this was 
far short of the 2.043 fatalities In 
1937. There was also a reduction 
111 the number of Injured. During 
the twelve months of 1938 the 
Injured group aggregated 14.994
which was 1.189 less than the 
year before

Lo.st June 100 highway patrol­
men were added to the 200 already 
on duty and this gave an oppor­
tunity to station patrolmen where 
most of the accidents occurred In 
1937 and keep closer watch (or 
reckless driving. It also permitted 
more time for programs and edu­
cation work among drivers that 
has resulted in saving lives on 
Ti-xa.s roads.

A month by month comparison  ̂
o f the two years showed fewer ' w li e n te.stlmony 
deaths each month during 1938 Kennedy. 17. 
with the single exception of Mexican and 
March. The smallest amount In 
any one month wu.s In April when 
only 94 were ri-fxirted. he largest 
amount was the estimated 165 
during December.
