BERKELEY, CALIF —Robert T
Orr, of the California Academy of
Sciences, explained to the conven-
tion here of the American Society of
Mammologists, and the American
Society of Ichthyologists and Her-
petologists why some rabbits have
long ears and others short ones

It all depends on nature’s system
of wiring the rabbits for sound, Orr
stated

“In the Southern desert and in-
land areas,” Orr said, “rabbits find
more obstacles to the reception of
sound than they do in the coastal
and Northern areas. Hence the ecars
of the rabbits inland and on des-
erts stretch upward so they can
hear better.”
