TO CAUSE ‘SWEEPING'

COLLEGE STATION, Aug. 16—
If jelly “sweeps,” it probably has
sufficient reason, says Grace I
Neely, speclalist in food preser-
vation for the A. & M. College
extension service in diagnosing
some of the most common Lypes|
of jelly failure

Sweeping he says, is due to|
too high a concentration of acid
and It may be prevented by mix-
ing with another julce low in acid
content or by adding more pectin
and sugar The most common
cause of failure to jell is the pres-
ence of oo much sugar

The jelly may be re-boiled with
unsweetened fruit julce, and
usually one-half as much julce as
sirup will be sufficlent, Miss
Neely explains. Pectin may be
added instead of the juice

Lack of acidity may also pre-
vent a jell from forming, and
when this is the cause the mix-
ture may be made to jell by add-
ing a sour juice such as lemon,
and re-boiling the mixture to the
jellying point.

EXPECTS SCHOOLS IN TEXAS *
TO TEACH SAFETY DRIVING

DENTON, August 16.—Dr. Her-
bert J. Stack, director of the New
York University center for safety
education, said in a lecture
delivered recently at the North
Texas State Teachers' College that
he looked forward to the .day In
Texas when every high school
student in the state will recelve |
instruction in driving and traffic |
safety before his graduation.

That time should  come within
five years, Stack sald, adding that
teachers' colleges and some high |
schools were already leading the|
way in this movement. Stack
urged teaching of safety through-
out the elementary grades as part
of other courses. In high school,
he said, safety education can be
taught in other classes with the
exception of driving and traffic
safety

Faulty attitudes, rather than
lack of skill or knowledge, make
highways dangerous today, and
this danger is particularly acute
among adolescents, who have the
highest accident rate of any age,
the safety director said
