At previous meetings there has
been a misunderstanding regard-
purpose of the district
Some have thought that bonds
could be issued or that officers
of the district would have the
right to create indebtedness
against it. This is not true and
the purpose is strictly for soil
conservation in a cooperative way
with assistance from the state
committee in an advisory capa-
city. There would be no expense
whatever to the creation of the
district or operations within the
district later
Every section of the proposed
district is expected to have dele-
gations here tomorrow evening to
express the views of the farmers
and ranchmen in their com-
munities. The meeting at Miles
on August 14 was well attended
but a much larger crowd s
expected here since much interest
was created at Miles that will
cause others to attend the Ballin-
ger hearing.

Farmers Skimp on
Use of Fertiliser

U. S. Uses But Fraction of
W hat Europe Does.

CHICAGO.—With phosphate sup-
plies sufficient to last 5,000 or 6,000
years, with practically unlimited
sources of nitrogen and with potash
reserves ample for generations to
come, the United States uses only a
fraction as much fertilizer for im-
proving the soil and promoting crop
production as do the nations of
Europe.

“American farmers use an aver-
age of only five pounds of fertilizer
per acre annually,” says a report
made public here by the Middle West
Soil Improvement committee,
‘““‘whereas farmers of Holland use 99
pounds, those of Belgium 80 pounds
and farmers of Germany 67 pounds.
The consumption of fertilizer in Nor-
way is 40 pounds per acre. In Swe-
den it is 22 pounds, in France 21,
in Italy 17 and in Great Britain 12.

“In Europe, soil conservation has
been a necessity for centuries. In
the United States where millions of
acres of farm land have been
ruined because of erosion or exces-
sive cropping, farmers are learnin
that fertilizer is not only a soil im-
prover,but a wealth producer as well.

“With fertilizer prices lower than
those of practically any other com-
modity the farmer buys and with
immense reserves of chemical ele-
ments te produce them in this coun-
try, virtually every American farm
is a potential user of chemical
foods

“How extensive our fertilizer sup-
ply actually is, may be understood
from the fact that we can obtain
nitrogen without limit from the air
to combine with various other ma-
terials in any farm desired—such as
ammonia, ammonium sulphate, am-
monium phosphate, ammonium ni-
trate, nitrate of soda, cynamid, urea
and calcium nitrate, not to men-
tion by-product sulphate of ammo-
nia and Chilean nitrate which are
still our principal sources of fer-
tilizer nitrogen.

“Our supplies of phosphate rock
used in the production of phospheric ‘
acid are sufficient to last 5,000 to |
6,000 years.” |
