that have proved bigger yields of 
any emps planted on '.he land

A recent survey of the county 
revealed 330.OUO acres of culti­
vated land and of this 163.000 
acre.s was contoured and 82.000 
a c r e s  terraced IVnionstratiuii.s 
carried out on terraced farms 
showed that properly terraced land

When a record crop of ril.WMl.OOO turkeys was 
estimatml last autumn, of which number some 3,f>tK),000 turkeys were in 
Texas, growers organized a romiiiittee and a.'-keil special sale- effort of 
ilistributors. Food stores and lunch counters in S-and-dinie aiul drug 
stores of several systems Ix-gan to feature turkeys so that growers 
would not be left with great herds unsold. Chains of hat, ah'»- and drras 
-hops advertis»-d the turkey surplus, even though they did red s<dl them. 
Only last week a chain of grocery stores (top photo) bought a "clean­
up" carlead shipment of late turkeys in central West Texas and featured 
them in markets, fiaying well over market price to get top quality birds.
