WHEAT FARMERS TO VOTE
MAY 2 ON NEW QUOTAS;
CARRY-OVER IS ENORMOUS

COLLEGE STATION, March 18-
Put a circle around Saturday, May
2, because it's an important date,
according to George Slaughter,
chairman, state AAA committee.

On that date, the nation’s wheat
farmers will vote on marketing
quotas for the second consecutive
year. To be In effect on this
year's crop, quotas must be
approved by two-thirds of the
farmers voting. Last spring, far-
mers approved quotas by an 8l
per cent majority, the ehalrman
sald.

“We'll be wasting labor, machines
and materials f we increase wheat
acreage this year,” Slaughter sald,
“because we have enough wheat
on hand now to supply our needs
well into 1943."

Further increases in wheat pro-
duction also will disrupt transpor-
tation and clog storage facilities
already filled to capacity, he
added.

“We need foods Mke eggs, milk,
fats and oils, meat, vegetables,
poultry and dairy products to help
whip the Japs, the Nazis, and the
Italians. That's the big produec-
tion job we've got for this year,”
the chalrman explained

The present supply of wheat |is
estimated at 1428 million bushels
on the basis of a July 1,
carryover of 635 millilon bushels
and a 1942 crop of 793 million

bushels, which includes a prelimi
timate for 1942

631 million bushels
production for spring
wheat of 162 million bushels

“That’'s nearly 100 million
bushels more than a year ago, or
the greatest supply on record,”
the AAA official sald.
