Firemen Hear Gas 
Defense Lecture

Already on a .«tepin-d-up bi«.«l.-- 
the unlver.Nlty Is turning out th- 
ImiKirtunt finder.« of m e t a l «  'o  
fabricate dein.tcracy's tank.-, ciia.- 
and j t l a n e s  In 2 years an.l q 
months instead of the u-siial 4 
years. Dr Bullard said, but the 
demand Is still greater than the 
supply

Since Texa.« 1.« a veritable lalx-ra 
tory of almu.«t all geological con- 
ditluns. It form.« an e x c e l l e n t  
training ground ( o r  instruction, 
the geolugikt explained E v e r y  
student spends at lea«t six wi-ek.« 
In the field, a c t u a l l y  working 
u n d e r  professional conditions In 
mineral and petroleum searching, 
belore he Is graduated.

"We have to be s u r e  we are 
going to have an adequate supply 
of strategic minerals and petro­
leum to fight this war," Or Bul­
lard said, "because we're going to 
have to supply not only outselves, 
but all the United Nations.

"That's why n ew  discoveries 
should be encouraged right now 
I n s t e a d  of curtailed, and why

training of geologlsta a n d  al]| 
scientists should be Increased 
Iher." he said 

Some of the strategic minerals 
now most needed Include tung­
sten. aluminum, chromite, and Un, 
Dr. Bullard said. Many of Uieae 
are used (or alloying purposaa, to 
h a r d e n  steel for tank use, and 
such purposes.

vide self-help for r u r a l  women 
who do not have machines may 
b«* one result of the war.

Mildred H o r t o n ,  vice-dlreclor 
and s t a t e  home demon.stratlon 
agent of the Texas extension w r- 
vlre, has asked c o u n t y  homo 
demon.stratlon agents and a.s.sts- 
tant agents in 191 Texas counties 
to InvestlgaU* the pos.slbllltles of 
■I'wlng c e n t e r s .  Etpiipment In 
Wl’A sewing projects Is sponsor- 
owned and where proje<*ts h a v e  
tM'en dl.scontlnued machines might 
b»* obtained and put Into service, 
MLss Horton explained a f t e r  a 
conference w i t h  Mr.s. Audrey C. 
Goree. s t a t e  supervisor of WI’A 
welfare projects.

Should centers be set up. they 
would be supervised by r u r a l  
women trained In home demon­
stration club work. This s a m e  
pattern was followed successfully 
In the 1940-41 c o t t o n  mattress 
demonstration p r o g r a m  during 
w h i c h  3.809 community centers 
were In operation In Texas. The 
experience will be h e l p f u l  this 
y e a r  In establishing community 
food preservation centers as well 
as .sewing centers.

Rural women fortunate enough 
to have machines are being urged 
to keep their machines In g o o d  
condition. ” It's a patriotic and 
sensible responsibility In line with 
the extension victory demonstra­
tor’s pledge," Miss Horton s a i d .

Tells of War Needs 

For Milk Products

B. K Eudaly, dairy Rpri-lalUt o( 
the A. Ac M CoUeKe extension ser­
vice, apeaklDK before the Ballin­
ger RoUry Club Tuesday, t o l d  
business men and f a r m e r s  the 
good p o i n t s  of holding one-day 
dairy shows, surh as was in prog­
ress In Ballinger 

The speaker Insisted on better 
cattle and that operators k n o w  
how to feed and rare fur the cows 
they had “Take a good cow and 
c a r e  for her In a scrub fashion 
and you will make a scrub out of 
her,” the speaker said 

Mr Eudaly sp«ikr at length on 
the demand for Increased produc­
tion o f milk by the guvernmint 
In Texas this Increase m u s t  be 
approximately half a b i l l i o n  
pounds, which In reality Is only 

^^buut one pint per cow per day 
B t e  gave Information on p r o p e r  
d e e d i n g  that would meet this 

called fur Increase and even more 
and added that "you can get pro­
duction and kill three birds with 
one stone, help the government, 
help the farmer, and help busi­
ness”

He made the prediction t h a t  
after the war dairy products would

hold up longer and be In greater 
demand than must other products 
of the farm He predicted that 
many nations would have to get 
m i l k  products from the United 
States. He suggested that pork, 
beef and crop products would go 
down quickly but that dairy food 
prices would hold up several years 
Britain and others of the United 
Nations h e r e t o f o r e  have been 
obtaining milk products from Hol­
land, Denmark, northern France, 
and the Jersey Islands, but the 
Germans have o v e r r u n  these 
countries and killed the cattle for 
meat.

The specialist said t h a t  royal 
air force flyers at the request of 
dairymen of America had m a d e  
c a r e f u l  observations of these 
countries and reported t h a t  In 
flights o v e r  continental Europe 
they saw no cattle. "We have been 
Importing fine Jerseys from the 
Jersey Islands, but we will have to 
restock them after the war," Mr. i 
Eudaly asserted

Statistics were g i v e n  to show 
t h a t  In recent years Texas had 
Jumped f r o m  fifteenth to eighth 
place In the nation In dairying, 
and It was predicted that if this 
Interest continued In five m o r e  
years Texas w o u l d  be crowding 
Wisconsin for first place.
