Mayor C. P. Shephero received 
I n f o r m a t i o n  last week which 
announced the change In the gas 
rate for the company serving J80 
towns and cities In Texas The 
saving In the new rate Is said to 
represent more than $2,000,000 a 
year.

M. L. Bird, dlvLslon superinten­
dent of the company at Abilene, 
and over this district, of which J. 
A. Schnable Is m a n a g e r ,  has 
announced that any change In the 

' rate would be passed on to the 
consumer a n d  Monday morning 
Mr. Schnable received notification 
to make a straight 10 rent slash 
on all billings effective as of May 
15. This will make the rate In 
Ballinger 03 cenU per thousand 
gross and when p r o m p t  pay* 
ments are made of monthly bills 
the rate will be 58.5 eenU per 
thousand. The old rate was 75 
cents per thousand gross or 07.5 
when bills were paid promptly

Mr. Bird m a d e  the following 
statement In Abilene; ’‘While the 
reduction Is being made a flat 10 
cents per thousand for the present, 
the company In cooperation with 
the T e x a s  railroad commission 
will devise a new rate schedule In 
a form most advantageous to the 
coiuumer. particularly during the 
winter when fuel bills are highest. 
This will be applicable over the 
entire system.

“The new schedule will Incor* 
porate the present 10-cent reduc­
tion,’' Bird e m p h a s i s e d .  He 
explained that much research has 
been Involved In the plan for a 
schedule to equalize summer and 
winter bills for consumers, point­
ing out that such a schedule will 
provide cheaper f u e l  during the

winter period when gas bills, on 
the present plan, become a bur­
den fur many users.

Ballinger has been supplied with 
g a s  by the Community Natural 
Oas Co ever since the city wa.s 
piped The rate here has b»‘«‘n 
the .same since gas was turned 
Into the mains.

mate”

It takes about I ' j  cups of sor­
ghum or mola-sses to e q u a l  one 
cup of sugar In sweetness Each 
cup contains approximately one- 
fourth cup of water .so the liquid 
In a recipe should be r«-duced In 
proportion. In priKlucU which ar.”* 
leavened, about one-fourth tea­
spoon of .soda should be used for 
each cup of molasses or sorghum

Miss Phipps gives this caution. 
mola.sses and sorghum burn easily, 
so the temperature for b a k i n g  
thould be lower than the temper- 
Siture for baking mixtures ma d e  
with sugar.

Rules fur substituting honey for 
sugar are quite similar

A. Schnable Is m a n a g e r ,  has 
announced that any change In the 
rate would be pawed on to the 
consumer a n d  Monday morning 
Mr. Schnable received notlflcatlon 
to make a straight 10 cent sla.sh 
on all billings effective as of May 
15. This will make the rate In 
Ballinger 06 cents per thousand 
gross and when p r o m p t  pay­
ments are made of monthly bills 
the rate will be 58.5 cents per 
thousand. Tlie old rate was 75 
cents per thousand gross or 87.5 
when bills were paid promptly.

Mr Bird m a d e  the following 
statement In Abilene: "While the 
reduction Is being made a flat 10 
cents per thousand for the present, 
the company In cooperation with 
the T e x a s  railroad commission 
will devise a new rate schedule In 
a form most advantageous to the 
consumer, particularly during the 
winter when fuel bills are highest 
This will be applicable over the 
entire system.

I Purpose of the orders Is to restrict 
: the sale or use of materials neces­
sary to the war effort.

There are a few exceptions to 
the order For example, a farm 
building w h i c h  costs less than 
$1.000 and will nut be used fo r  
residential purposes may be built 
If materials are available How­
ever, cost of several new buildings 
within any 12-month period must 
not exceed $1.000. All agricultural 
construction exceeding this figure 
must be authorized by the w a r  
p r o d u c t i o n  board Individual 
applications should be filed with 
c o u n t y  USDA war boards for 
transmittal.

New farm residential construc­
tion which will cost less than $500 
Is also exempt f r o m  the order. 
Mrs. B e r n i c e  Claytor, extension 
service specialist In home Improve­
ment, says this m e a n s  many 
farm families will need to do con­
siderable repair on their homes 
to keep them In good shape and 
to protect health during the war 
period.

Farm residences costing $500 or 
more must be approved by WPB 
unle.vi b u i l d i n g s  damaged or 
destroyed by "ttre. flixid, tornado, 
earthquake, act of Ood or th e  
public enemy’’ must be recon- 
strurted or r e s t o r e d .  Then no 
permit Is ne<-ea.sary.
