The collection of scrap rubber
in Ballinger and Runnels county
moved along at a fast rate this
week and huge piles are being|
accumulated at most fMlling |
stations. A check up early in the|
week revealed most of the stations
bad already received from three
to seven thousand pounds each|
2ud all expected the final rush|

week-end to be the heaviest. |

Included in the rubber piles)
here were all kinds of rubber
Toys came in for a large share|
of the small items while tires and
tubes made up most of the weight |
One single tire sold to a local
station the first of this week
welghed 175 pounds and was sald
to be the largest single plece
receilved here.

Station operators praised the
work of boys and girls in collect-
ing the scrap. Many old tires and
tubes were dug out of hiding from
vacant lots, farms, and some
from the bottoms of lakes.

If the drive is falling here iIn
any respect, it is because small
picege of rubber from inside the
homes are not being collected as
expected. Small items from the
medicine cabinet, bathroom, |
kitchen, and bedroom were not|
brought in in such numbers as|
anticipated and most of the piles
here were composed of larger
items ‘

At most
stations the scrap is hauled away
daily and put in a warehouse
where it will be held until time
for shipment at the order of the
government.

Early next week an accurate
check up will be available of the
number of pounds received in this
county. Oil companies cooperat-
ing in the move will tabulate the
total purchased as soon as the
campaign closes.

And Oils Declared |

A Wartime ‘Must’

COLLEGE STATION, June 24,
Conserving kitchen fats and olls
is a wartime “must” for every
housewife, says Hazel Phipps,
specialist in food preparation of
the A. & M. College extension ser-
vice. “Don’'t waste fats and spoil
foods cooked in fats with too
much heat”

When fat starts to smoke it
starts to break down chemically
Food cooked in smoking fat will
be harder to digest and may be
irritating to the digestive tract
Once fat reaches the smoking
stage it gets rancid more quickly
if saved for future use. Many fats
may be saved and reused. For
example, fat used for deep fat
frying may be saved and used
several times afterward If it Is
strained each time before being
put away. For this purpose several
thicknesses of cheese-cloth or
other clean white cloth are suit-
able.

Miss Phipps advises using fats
while fresh But she cautions
against adding fat on top of fat
continuously and letting that
poured up first (on the bottom of
the can) get rancid

it is too strong in
been scorched, may be
cooking.,” Miss Phipps says. “Fats
which have objectionable odors,
tastes and colors easilly may be
clarified at home. To do this,
melt the fat with an equal volume
of water, heating at a moderate
temperature for a short time,
stirring occasionally, and then
cooling until congealed. The fat
then can be lifted from the water
surface.”

All fats should be stored in
closely oovered contalners In a
dark place and away from strong-
flavored foods. Table fats should

v be kept very cool, in a refrigerator

if possible
