The explosion occurred about 10 
a m Monday and is believed to 
have been raused by an acrumu- 
lutlim of gas under the building 
Ueorge Kneip, of Austui, su(>erln- 
tendent (or the J M Odom con­
struction company, was k i l l e d  
Instantly, a n d  Mr.s Arch R 
Yurbro, adjutant at the airfield, 
died two hours later on th e  
operating t a b l e  at the Overall 
Hospital A number of others. 
Inrludlng Harry Hammll. u|irratur 
of t h e  school. Major Roger ,M 
Crow, field commander, and one 
lieutenant were In dangerous con­
dition and only slight hope was 
held (or their recovery 

A check-up revealed 19 persons

Extension Agents 
A tten d  Meeting 
At College Station

John A Barton, county f a r m  
agent, and Miss Myra Tankersley,! 
county home demonstration agent. | 
spent last week at College Station' 
at a state meeting of all extension 
service representatives. .

Specialists explained to th e  
agents the demands of the federal 
government In which the exten­
sion s e r v i c e  Is to serve as an 
educational agency to teach the 
public the need.s and new methods 
to be u.sed In the nation's war 
effort Tlte production and preser­
vation of f(K>d.s was the main 
subject for dlscu.s.slon and In con­
nection I n c r e a s e d  commercial 
feeding.

Much time was .spent In demon­
strations of dehydrating food for 
war purpose,-«. The.se demonstra-; 
tlons Included many kinds of food 
and showed how It made possible' 
shipments either to the tropics or - 
the arctics.

A commercial dehydration plant 
now operated at Lamesa was 
represented a n d  It was pointed 
out that the West Texas climate 
was more suitable for this process 
than any other In the United 
States

All 4-H club boys will be asked 
to Increase t h e i r  commercial 
feeding projects t h i s  year and 
have animals ready for marketing 
In the spring. These projects are 
similar to those conducted by 4-H 
club and F. F. A. boys In Runnels 
county for the past several years. 
Already there Is an expan.slon of 
these activities and other b o y s  
will be asked to sign up fur live­
stock feeding during the winter.

The advisory committee of the 
Runnels county victory council 
called two special meetings of all 
leaders In the council last week, 
th e  first at Ballinger and the 
second at Winters.

First attention will be given to 
cootM-ratlon In th e  scrap cam­
paign now underway Tlie final 
date of the present salvage drive 
has be«>n extended one week In 
order that e v e r y  family In the 
county may be contacted and 
urged to do Its part In the effort 
Btreased at this time by the war 
production board

Another proposal a d o p t e d  by 
the council and which w i l l  be 
taken to every farm family Is a 
rat c o n t r o l  program This Is 
necessary at this time to save 
feed, stop general damage an d  
safeguard health Complete Infor­
mation regarding the campaign 
will be taken to the head of every 
family In the county before the 
end of the week.

The third Item to receive special 
attention at this time Is farm fire 
prevention. The federal govern­
ment Is stressing precautions to 
s a v e  farm pro|>erty, e.speclally 
during the war when every piece 
of property must be utilized

names given to many of the spots 
favored by tourists tn Mexico pro­
vide and endlet source of Interest 
When the Spanish conqulstadores 
Invaded the country sucreasfully, 
their fetish was the elimination 
of all the things pagan Not only 
did they destroy the Astee temples, 
but they wished to eradicate even 
the memories of the native culture 
and religion. To aaslat In t h i s  
design t h e y  Christian lard place 
names as they proceeded with the 
work of destruction and replace­
ment.

The tenacUty of th e  Indlan. .̂ 
however, shows Itself In the per­
sistence of the original appella­
tions Today these places are known 
by a combination of Hpanlah and 
Astec words, a combination scarcely 
more amazing than the readiness 
with which tuuiists learn them 
Prunouiired s e v e r a l  lime* over, 
there doies appear a rertln quality 
of euphony or rhythm and, once 
familiarized, such names as San 
Juan Teotlhuacan. San B a r t o I o 
Naucalpan a n d  San Cristobal 
Cratepec roll off the tongue easily 
and give the traveler a sense of 
Ungual accomplishment which he 
enjoys.

The conqulstadores. avid as they 
were to uproot everything Astec, 
missed a few opportunities and so 
numerous Indian names remain 
unchanged Xochlimlco is one of 
these Tunazunchale Is another, 
and the guides, who always are 
eager to teach their charges pro­
nunciations, fall upon the ready 
expedient of English approxima­
tions. Thu* Xochlmllco becomes 
"such a milk cow, and Tamazun-

Cuernavaca and Acapulco a r e
