The use of water from the Colo­
rado River, e x c e p t  In case of 
e x t r e m e  emergency was taken 
from the local picture because of 
an analysts by the state water 
department showing an excess of 
solids Mr Davis said he did not 
r e c o m m e n d  dams or other 
^provements on the river as he 
4|lD I mined the flow there sufTl- 
cieAi to supply the elty's normal 
consumption and should an emer­
gency force the city to draw from 
the river the supply w o u l d  be 
adequate.

Referring to the present water 
reservoir on Elm Creek. Mr Davis 
stated that he believed the fill up 
of silt bad reached Its peak and 
that storage there would not b« 
changed much In the future.

In l o o k i n g  for an additional 
supply the engineer said he had 
s o u g h t  locations for reservoirs 
with small watersheds w h e r e
