The city government U contlnu* 
1^ - eio mil Ice a notable m  urrt In 
de>^quei)t tax rullerttonx, a n d  
March w a s  a banner month for 
the tax d<‘partmrnt. Months ago 
the city authorities employed J. 
W. Patterson as special colle«'tor 
In charge of delinquent taxes and 
his calls since the beglnnlnK of 
the c a m p a i g n  have brought 
.results

During the past month t h e r e  
were payments, either In full or In 
part, on slxty-sIx accounts Tlie 
total c o l l e c t e d  In March was 
M6778

The system followed has cau.sed 
many past due tax accounts to be 
completely liquidated as well as 
clearing c u r r e n t  levies on the 
property. Many accounts are being 
paid monthly and In extreme cases 
where no efTort Is made to pay 
suits are being filed and collec- 
tlooa will be made or the property 
aold lor Uie taxes

During the past tax collecting 
period the city has had the best 
percentage o f collection In many 
years and since the end of the 
period many unpaid accounts have 
been settled.

These collections will enable the 
city government to meet all Items 
In Its budget and at tlir same 
time has permitted a slight reduc­
tion In the tax rate.

D r a ft  Board Has 
2 Calls for Physical 
Exams This Month

The Runnels county draft board 
has received calls for two groups 
to report for physical examina­
tions during April. On April 13 a 
group o f 70 men w i l l  go to be 

r examined and on April 20 another 
list of 50 men are to be sent. May 
orders for physicals will be even 
greater than In April.

Calls for induction of men are 
very small, however, and only a 
few men hove been asked so far 
In April. Calls have been rei^elved 
for both army and navy in April 
but each Is small and the navy 
call will not take all of the volun­
teers on the waiting list.

Those sent for p h y s i c a l s  on 
February 9 are yet to be called 
and unless they are Included In 
groups by May 9 the 90-day peruxl 
will have passed and they mu.st be 
sent to be examined again.

In the examination calls t h i s  
month the first group will Include 
men of all ages up to 38 but the 
second group will be mainly those 
u n d e r  26. The selective service

Worth district office of the OPA 
Issued amendment No. 2 to district 
order No. 8-F. removing 1944 crop 
dry onions, both yellow and white, 
and 1944 crop Ilrlsh potatoes from 
the community price list for fresh 
fruits and vegetuble.s. The 1943 
crop onions and potatoe.s are still 
subject to the prices iiijimed on 
the price list.

The 1944 crop onions and pota­
toes are not under price control 
at the country shipping point at 
the pre.senl time, however. It Is 
expected tliat prices will b*‘ c.slab- 
ILshed for them within a few days.

New crop onions and potatoes 
are subject to revised maximum' 
p r i c e  regulation No 271 at the 
whole.sale level. Wholesalers may 
purrha.s«- new c r o p  unions and 
potatoes fmm country shippt'rs at 
what ever price they have to pay 
and add transportation at the car­
load freight rate, plus 40 cents per 
50 pounds mark-up for o n i o n s  
and 60 cents per hundred pounds 
mark-up f o r  potatoes Retailers 
will take their mark-ups a b o v e  
their delivered cost, as provided In 
maximum price regulations Nos. 
422 and 423

Last yrar, 1943, wax udp oI thr 
driest In the history of KuniieU 
county, rainfall t u t u l l i i K  1&U7 

^  InchM. Statisticians would huvr to 
go bark to 1916 and 1917 to find 
leas pre<‘lpltaUon, ulthouKh there 
were one or two years In which 
even less water fell

Many old residents think of 1918 
as the driest year In history 
b e c a u s e  of an almost complete 
crop failure. Tltts was b r o u g h t  
a b o u ^ y  only 14 76 Inches of rain 
In and only 10 H6 Inches In
1911^he year 1918 was also very 
dry but a total of 16 47 Inches 
was recorded then.

In 1917, the second of three con* 
aecutlve dry years In Runnels 
county, only 13.508 bales of cotton 
were produced, while In 1918, the 
last of this dry cycle, a total of 
2,638 bales were Kinned In this 
county.

The county's l.-irRest cotton pro­
duction wu.s In 1935 when 71.291 
bales were ginned and this big 
crop was made on only 19 82 Inches 
of rain, while the preceding year 
also had only 19 20 inche.s Ruins 
that did fall, however, were in the 
spring a n d  summer, duimg the 
growing season

The heaviest p r e c i p i t a t i o n  
I'recorded In this county since 1895 

was In 1935 when good rams fell 
each of the twelve months, total­
ing 48.55 Inches. In 8«'ptember of

that year there were many floods 
in this section of the state. Run­
nels county getting 15 25 Inches of 
rain for the single month 

When Halllngerites discuss floods 
they Invariably refer to the deluge 
on the Colorado River and Elm 
Creek In August, 1906, when over- 

i flow water run through the city's 
streets and the two streams met 
on the court house lawn During 
that month the t o t a l  was 1154 
Inches, but must of this fell within 
a space of a few days.
