They made a 
straightforward p l e a  for buying 
war bond.s to provide the equip­
m ent for men engaged In fierce 
struggles ail over the world today.

M ajor S  8 . Stark , a West Point 
graduate, told something of the 
tremendous effort now going on 

i  in W ashington to k e e p  supplies 
^ going to the fighting men a n d  

stressed the absolute neces.slty of 
clUzras Investing in war bonds. In 
W ashington Major Stark  was in 
charge of assembling gliders and 
transports for paratroopers w h o  
took part In the European Inva­
sion. Hr said he knew something 
big was going to happen bsit con­
fessed he did not know the date 
of D-Day and th at hLs personal 
gues-H wa-s about two montiis 
wrong. Upon concluding his talk, 
he asserted that action s p o k e  
louder than words and wrote out 
hLs check for a war bond to niiply 
on the quota here.
