Asalgned the t h e m e  of 
"Ju ven ile  D e l i n q u e n c y . ” the 
apeaker dUcuMed a n u m b e r  of 
problem.^ which face the people 
of thU nation now and In the 
future

First mentioned was that of a 
lasting peace The minister said 
all want It but many believe It Is 
Impossible and la a Utopia which 
cannot be achieved. He urged that 
this nation sell Itself on the Idea 
that such a peace Is possible and 
that we work with other nations 
In making such a condition true. 
He Informed his hearers tliat a 
wave of Isolation Is already sweep­
ing the country and that minds 
sold on a lasting peace must help 
curb this outlook which la sure to 
bring another war.

The apeaker then referred to 
racial and social problems of the 
present and future. He asserted 
that the South would f e e l  the 
least change In a new order of 
this kind and pointed out that 
the policy of those working on 
racial problems today and how 
the uninformed are trying to 
Insert racial and social equality 
In the program.

Speaking of social problems the 
speaker gave some pertinent farts

to show what we as a nation can 
expect after World War 11. He 
stated that there would be two 
women for each male In the world, 
that In ten years experts believed 
one of every two marriages would 
go on the rocks by the divorce 
courts, and added that we do not 
need a Hitler or any other war 
lord to drag this nation down, 
that s u c h  a condition as the 
wrecking of that many homes 
would do the job.

Closing w i t h  reference to the 
Juvenile problem of today, th e  
speaker gave first-hand Informa­
tion from the larger c i t i e s  to 
prove the condition that exi.sts 
The homes from which these teen 
age youngsters come were blamed 
fur this condition

Mrs. Charles van de Putte read 
a letter from the Rotary Club at 
Bath. England. The l e t t e r  was 
written to the president of the 
Ballinger club and told something 
of the work In that c i t y ,  the 
members’ efforts to make pleasant 
the stay of American soldiers, 
and general conditions In the city 
since the war and during the air 
blitz.

Growers Risk Losing Future Cotton 
Rights if 1945 Acreage Cut

How much cotton will a farmer 
be able to plant In 1946 or 1947?

That may dej)end ujxm how 
much acreage he plants In 1945. 
says A. L. Ward. E d u c a t i o n a l  
Director. National Cottonseed Pro­
ducts Association. Dallas, and this 
fart should be weighed carefully 
In planning acreage this season.

Cotton acreage Ls not restricted 
this season, he points out. but in 
p a s t  control programs "Acreage 
history” has been used to deter­
mine a grower’s right to benefit 
payments, loans and other benefits 
under g o v e r n m e n t  programs. 
Because future programs may also 
be based upon acreage hl.story. a 
grower may endanger his future 
opportunity to grow c o t t o n  by 
failure to plant enough acreage 
In 1945.

"Is there any reason to expect 
that a grower's future opportunity 
to raise cotton will not depend

uixm hl.s p a s t  acreage history’’ 
Can farmers atTord to risk losing 
legal rights as cotton producers 
In the future, when tho.se rlghUs 
may be fur more vuluiible than 
today, because they failed to plant 
enough acreage this season?”

Ward added that .some farmers 
will nut be able, due to condi­
tions Ix'yond their c o n t r o l ,  to 
plant as much c o t t o n  acreage 
this sea-son os In the past; and 
this may endanger acreage goals 
established by the War Fixid 
Administration unless g r o w e r s  
Increase acreage where they are 
able to do so.

"Because of the Importance of 
cotton and cottonseed as a war 
crop, s o u r c e  of food, feed and 
fiber, and source of Income to 
producers. It Is highly Important 
that every effort be made to 
reach the.se acreage goals,” he 
said. 18-t
