Conservation Plan 
Permits Purchasing 
Pasture Grass Seed
COLLEGE STATION. Feb. 6 — 

Pasture grass seed may be pur 
chased under the cimservatlon 
materials program of the Produc­
tion and Marketing Administra­
tion. B F Vance, stale director, 
FMA's field service branch has 
announced

Through this program eligible 
farmers can obtain a seed pur­
chase order from the county ACA 
office where the purchase order 
plan Is In operation. When he 
buys his seed, the farmer pays 
bi tween the cost of the seed and 
the conservation practice pay­
ment and t u r n s  the purchase 
order over to the merchant for 
the balance Pur example, the 
practice payment rate for the 
use of Bermuda graiyi seed ts U  
cents per pound With an approved 
fair price of 75 cents per pound 
under the purchase order plan, 
the merchant selling the seed can 
the present the purchsse order 
to the county ACA office, and he 
will receive a check for the PMA's 
part of the seed within approxi­
mately two weeks

Generally speaking, the conser­
vation practice playment amounts 
to approximately 80 per rent of 
the cost of the seed. Vance said 
Perennial p a s t u r e  grass seed 
qualifying for payment under the 
program Include Bermuda, rhodes. 
weeping lovegrass, crested wheat- 
grass. blue panic and buffalo Of 
these seed, purchase orders can 
br Issued lor Bermuda, rhodes 
and blur panic The other vartatles 
must be paid for In full by the 
farmer, who will r e c e i v e  the 
amount of the conservation prac­
tice payment when his appllca- 
thm for payment la approved.

Cultivation o f Grass 
May Up Production 
From Solid Stands
COLLBOE STATION. Feb 6 -  

Cultivation of p a s t u r e s  shows 
promise of Increasing the produc­
tion of forage from solid stands 
of Bermuda and i-gsch
grass In established pastures and 
meadows, according to R R Lan­
caster, pasture specialist of the 
Texas A & M College extension 
service

Experiments underway since 
the spring of IM l at the U. 8 
Department of Agrlrulture Red 
Plains conservation experiment 
station at O u t h r 1 e, Oklahoma, 
where grass sod was disked lightly 
every other year In March, caused 
an Increase of 30 per rent In the 
yield of Bermuda grass, he said. 
The same' treatment resulted In 
an Increase of 6 per cent In yields 
from native bunch grasses.

The tests were made on thin or 
poor s t r a n d s  of grass It was 
found that B e r m u d a  would 
respond to heavier disking than 
the common native grasses. T ill­
age seemed to prevent the grasses 
from dying In the center of the 
clumps and Increased the decay 
of plant residue.

“ Even If the cultivation does 
not bring Inrrra.v-ri yields, the 
results of the Oklahoma expt-rl- 
ments at least I n d i c a t e  that 
e.stabllshed pastures nuiy be disked 
without Injury b e f o r e  applying 
phosphate frrtillrer and sowing 
seed." L a n c a s t e r  said “This 
Is r.speclatly I m p o r t a n t  since 
farmers and ranchers are no-,v 
applying large amounts of TV A 
and rommerclal phasphate to 
graiuland "

Llchle says, statle Is 
often so bad as to force gins to 
stop work for several days at a 
lime Even If the gins can oper­
ate. the lint cotton Ls often ro 
fluffy and resllent when It goes 
Into the press Uiat It Is Impossible 
to put out a bale of standard 
weight Such cotton ts jicnallzed 
by the buyer

The problem has been Investi­
gated by the U M rotton ginning 
laboratory at Stoncvllle Mil— and 
preliminary tests Indicate that a 
fine mist of water and sulphonat- 
ed oil may be ihr answer Tlie 
mist, when sprayed on the rotton

A petition h u  been presented to 
the Balllnxer school board, con­
taining the required number of

rtures. asking that an elec- 
be called (or the district to 
raise the tax rate from «1 to «1.50 

on the $100. The board In session 
tonight will act on the petition 
and Is expected to set a date for 
the election.

School authorities for the past 
■•Tferal weeks Lave been Inform­
ing patrons of the district of the 
financial condition of the educa- 
UnnU system which shows that 
aMIttonal operating money must 
be d iv id ed  to maintain the local 
schools on present standards. Fur 
several years federal aid has been 
obtained but the board has been 
notified that no other applications 
for assistance from this district 
will be considered. Federal aid was 
given during the war when Bruce 
Field was In operation here and 
many additional pupils resided In 
the district. With the field cUwed 
Ballinger Is no lunger eligible (or 
federal grants, w h i c h  totalled 
approximately «25.000 a year

Operating costs have continu­
ally been Increased since the war 
began and this year the superin­
tendent and board have experi­
enced difficulty I n employing 
teachers at the salaries paid here 
At this time there are two vacan­
cies on the faculty which are 
being supplied by s u b s t i t u t e  
teachers and to date there have 
been no qualified applicants for 
the positions.

Today Uiere Is no 
such pioneering to be dune, hr 
declared, and the one Inch of s<ill 
which nature required from 3U0 
to 1,000 years to build Is being 
w a s t e d  In ten years in 
places.

The speaker r e m i n d e d  his 
hearers that this nation claims to 
b«* Uie most progressive In the 
world and yet Is letting ranch and 
farm land wash away at a fast 
rate.

Figures were given on l a r g e  
dam project* where In ten year* 
the capacity of lakes were only 
48 per cent because of silting.

Mr. Cooper ha* devoted all hi* 
time In recent years to conser­
vation and In Coleman county has 
been responsible fur the building 
of hundreds of small dams.
