Tile change affecting units will 
move the ninth grade from Junior 
high school to senior high .school 
beginning with the team which 
opens In September. This will give 
t ^  ninth grade a mure extensive 
curriculum as pupils will have an 
o|iportuntty to t a k e  vocational 
agriculture, home economics, band 
and other elective courses. It  also 
will ofTer better training In gen­
eral science a-s there are better 
laboratory facilities In senior high 

fsetaool.
The sixth  grade will be moved 

from the elem entary school to 
the Junior high school.

.»prayed gained from 40 to 00 
pound.» more during the summer 
and th at dairy cattle  gave from 
lOT to 15% more milk. The cost 
fur the m aterial varies according 
to whetlier one uses a power spray 
or a low pressure spray. With a 
power spray the cost per animal 
for the season will be from 3 to 5 
cents each and with the low prea- 
sure sprayer It will probably run 
twice tht» amount for the m aterial 
W ith 30.000 head of beef cattle  In 
Runnels county thla Increase of 
40 pounds per head would mean 
a lot of meat th a t would be pro­
duced on the same feed, and 
th is Increase could be used to 
good advantage In aiding the

folks In other parts of the world 
who are In so badly need of this 
kind of food.

The latest rrcormnendatlon in 
spraying beef ca ttle  Is to use 40 A 
strength spray, witlch would be 

pounds of 50% water soluble 
DDT Ui 100 gallon-s ol water. The 
amount to use on rattle  Is about 
1 quart per animal and sltould be 
sprayed along the back from the 
points of the shoulders to the 
withers.

The Interval of spraying b e e f  
and dairy cattle  should be as fol­
lows: two, three and four weeks.

For stable flies use a 5% DDT 
m ixture, spraying on the Inside of 
the barn twice per year with a 
gallon covering around 800 
1,000 square feet.
