Gladys Martin, acting assistant 
state iMjQie demonstration agent, 
says that failure to obtain butter 
after a prolonged churning period 
may be traced to several cause.s 
One main cause of thr trouble Is 
that thr row Is too far advanced 
In the period of lactation, and this 
can be partially remedied by add­
ing to the churning cream some 
cream from a cow that Is early in 
the fresh period

Cow feed that produces hard 
fat Is another cause of thr trouble 
Such feeds are cotton seed meal 
and timothy hay More silage and 
other "Juicy" feeds will help to 
overcome the condition. |

Churning conditions can a I a o ' 
result In failure to obtain butter, j 
says Miss Martin The cream may 
be too thin, loo rich, too sweet, 
or Die churning temperature too 
low If cream contains over 30 per 
cent butterfat. It Is probably too 
rich for satUfactory churning It  ̂
Is a l s o  wimrtlmrs necessary to 
raise the churning temperature to 
85 or 70 degrees Fahrenheit to gel 
butter The chum shouldn't be too i 
full, either. Miss Martin says. It • 
Is hard to get enough concussion 
to make butter In a chum that Is 
over one-third full.
