Before you p l an t ,  remember 
this: no veKetable Krows better
than the soil It's planted In It Is 
better to delay plantlnK until the 
soli can be prepared proparly, 
than to ttet In a big hurry and 
plant In poor soil

The soil should be plowed or 
spaded at least five or six Inches, 
and ten inche.s would be better 
Deep Ullage brings warm air Into 
the soil and helps your seed get 
ofT to a better start If the soil 
can be stirred several Umes before 
planting so much the better And 
get all those bud grasses out of 
the g a r d e n  site Johnson and 
Bermuda grass, and Coco or Nut 
grass don't make your vegetables 
compete with these pests.

Of course we all know that rich 
soli gives the be.st yields If you’ve 
got rotted manure apply about SO

pounds to each 100 square foot 
area If you haven't e n o u g h  
manure to apply It this way, you 
can put It In your furrows just 
before planting, at the rate of 10 
to 20 pounds for each 100 feet of 
row space At any rate, spend 
some time getting your soil ready 
before you plant.

Such vegetables as English 
peas, beets, carrots, spinach, let­
tuce and Irish potatoes should be 
planted early

Before planting English p e a s  
Innoculate with nitrogen bacteria 
to stimulate early growth This 
bacteria dust ran u s u a l l y  be 
obtained from local seed dealers.

Get your tomato g r o u n d  In 
shape now Prepare the soli eight 
to ten Inches deep and apply the 
fertiliser If the soil Is well pre­
pared now. It will be in the pink 
of condition when the plants are 
set out In late March or April

February is Irish potato plant­
ing time This Is an easy crop to 
grow and must farm families plant 
from one row to an acre each 
year. Varieties recommended for 
this section of Texas are the Irl.sh
