Pecan Tree Care 
Urged by Barton

County Agent John A Barton is 
urging owners of pecan trees to give 
them proper rare at this season to 
(»rrvent disease and insect damage 
Mr Barton's statement follows

' Now Is the time to treat pecan 
trees for the disease, rosette Pecan 
trees o f t e n  suffer from a zinc 
deficiency In the soli Affected trees 
have numerous weakened twigs and 
branches w h i c h  die in the late 
spring The trouble usually occurs 
m the current season's growth

' T\> correct this diseas«'. s i n c e  
most slUl In this area Is alkaline, 
dne sulphate should be applied by 
.spraying with a anluUon made by 
dtaolving 1 to 1 pounds of zinc 
sulphate In 50 gallotui of water and 
when the tree Is In full leaf, spray 
well, or It can be applied as a com­
bination spray by adding sink sul­
phate to the spray for the rase 
bearers Another method Is to bore 
(our hiles. one Inch deep, in the 
trunk of the tree Just above the 
gn>und line, and place one fourth 
teasptiunful of zinc sulphate pow­
