The contractor on the new 
water plant has about completed 
excavation and Is getting ready 
to run concrete footings. A full 
crew Is being employed dally and 
no time will be lost In hnlshing 
the Job as soon as possible

A contract has been let to a 
Lubbock firm tor the laying of 
the pipelines and this will be 
stsirted as soon as all the pipe Is 
delivered here

City officials expect the work to 
be completed on the municipal 
sewer disposal plant during this 
month and the 15-lnch tle-ln 
pipeline Is almost completed By 
the end of the month It Is 
thought the plant can be put In 
service and all the sectlora of 
the city now served will be con­
nected to the disposal plant.

A gauge last week revealed that 
Uve new Valley Crei-k lake was 
within 4*2 feet of the spillway 
level and that there had b e e n  
very little absorption since the 
Isdie caught the first water.

Sir Ronald Ross, a medic«l offi­
cer with the British army, found the 
long sought answer to malarial in­
fection at .Secunderabad, India, Au­
gust 23. 1897 It was then that he 
found that malaria parasites were 
to be found in a mosquito’s stomach 
and that mosquitoes. Anopheles, 
therefore, were wholly responsible 
for spreading malaria throughout 
much of the world

Sir Ronald, however, did not slop 
his work on malaria with the dis­
covery of the mnnquilo’s part. He 
plunged into the problem of proper 
medication, being one of the flrst to 
determine the right dosages of qui­
nine. He urged, in pioneering fash­
ion, that schoolmasters and other 
public servants be trained in urging 
children and adults to take quinine 
regularly.

After many years of experience 
m malaria-ndden countries, he be­
lieved that if every rase of malaria 
was treated with quinine the mala­
ria parasites throughout the local­
ity would be destroyed and the mos­
quitoes would be made innocuous, 
no matter how numerous, because 
they would have no malaria victims 
to feed on.

Oxygen in the roll for the use of 
the plant roots is the logical reason 
fur the difference in crop yields. 
Adequate plant food was svailable 
on all the plots. Rainfall during the 
season was sufficient to eliminate 
water as a limiting crop production 
factor on the muck soils.
