Less Pigs Raised 
On Texas Farms 

During Past Year
COLLEGE STATION, Jan 14 — 

Texas raised more pigs In 1947 
than In 194«. but the toUl la still 
below the 10-year average of 193« 
through 1945

That's the gtat of a report from 
the USDA's office of bureau of 
agricultural economics In Austin 
According to the report, 2.244 000 
pigs were raised on Texas farms 
In 1947. about three per cent more 
than In 1946, but 14 iier cent below 
the 10-year average

F'ull farrowlngs were up 12 per 
cent ab<ive the 194« number for 
the state as a whole, but some 
west north central counties re­
ported a drop due to short grain 
reserves

The priMluctlon filcture doesn't 
look any better for 194« Accord­
ing to breeding intention es'l- 
mates. 186 000 sows will farrow In 
the spring of 194«. Ju.st about the 
same number as In 1947 but 19 
per cent below the ten-year ave­
rage of 230,000 head.

B r e e d i n g  Intentions for the 
Unitesi State» Indicate that the 
194« spring farrowlngs of about 
7.732.000 sows will he the smallest 
number since 193«

E M Regenbrerht. extension 
swine husbandman for 7>xa« A 
t i M College says that the pig 
outlook for 194« tnaofar as prices 
are concerned, U pretty good Hog 
prleet are likely to remain at a 
high level However, grains will be 
In much demand and consequently 
may be hard to get There la no 
economy In feeding hoga to ex­
tremely heavy weights. Regen- 
brecht says Hogs weighing from 
t25 to 2«S pounds are preferred 
on the market and can also be 
produced more efficiently.
