For Trees, Shrubs 
After Dry Weather

COIXEOE STATION, July U  — 
•Native shrubs and trees which 
have been set out within the past 
two years will need extra moisture 
until they have grown good roots, 
so give them water during the 
hot. dry summer m onllu"

'Ihis advice comes (rum Hitdlc 
i Hat Odd. extension Undsi ape gar­
dening spei’ lalUt ol Texas A St 
M College She says lh.il expert- 
tiice with the triinsplantliig of 
native slirubbc-ry has shown that 
the first two years after setting 
out the plants 1» the most critical 
p<-rlod after that, they are hardy 
enough to w i t h s t a n d  normal 
weather conditions 

Contours and small terraces to 
catch and hold water after every 
rain will help to keep the soli 
moist Hhulluw cultivation w i l l  
also help The use of mulch Is an 
excellent way to hold moUture 
around tree- and shrubs.

Aiiioin; the good mulches to be 
found around (arm and ranch 
homes, Mi.»s Hatfield says, are 
dtruyed leaves, grass clippings, 
decayed wheat or oat straw, 
decayed hay or barnyard (ertlluer. 
I’luce the mulch two or m o r e  
inchc.S deep

An inch or two of sand Is some- 
Hnics used on tight .»oils When 
the sand or mulch, or both, are 
worked Into thr soli next year, 
they will Improve the soil's water- 
holding cupacity.

Thr growth of favorite flowers, 
slirubs and trees often caa be 
helped by removing other plants 
which take up the moUture.

Ml.vs Hatheld points out that a 
light watering dues more harm 
than good, as It causes roots to 
grow near the top of the soil. A 
good, slow watering once a week, 
giving the moisture a chance lo 
souk s e v e r a l  Inches Into the 
gruund. Is much better than a 
light watering every day.

CUIXEUE STA'noN, July 14 
W 8 Allen, extension agricul­
tural engineer of Texas A B( M 
College, says summer time Is a 
good time to check the outside 
of the home and make repairs. 
It may save a big repair bill 
later on.

Quite often, Mr Allen says, the 
repairs can be made by the home 
owner.

"Tltere are five major spots to 
be checked." he points out. "A 
gixxl starting point Is the founda­
tion. then cornices, window frames 
and trim. Take a good look at the 
roof and be sure to check the 
gutters and dowiu^KiUts."

Smalt cracks In the foundations 
or masonry walls can be repaired 
by filling with asphaltic cement, 
while large cracks s h o u l d  be 
chipped out to about half an 
Inch or more and filled with 
cement mortar U ^  caulking com­
pound In cracks between walls 
and window frame.s. or where the 
chimney Joins the hou.se, or other 
Joints.
