Lunch rooms will be open at
the Ballinger, Winters, Rowena
public, Rowena St. Joseph's, Win-
gate, Pumphrey, Norton, Bethel,
Olfen and Miles schools. At Miles
a new cafeteria will be opened
September 6, and is said to be
one of the best in the county. A
mess hall was purchased at Camp
Bowie, moved to the Miles campus
and school officials stated that
everything would be ready for the
first day of the fall semester.

There formerly were 36 common
district schools in Runnels county
but this year only three will be
open. The schools at Olfen, Bethel
and Pumphrey will be operated
beginning September 6. Thirty-
three of this class schools have
been closed and have either trans-
ferred or contracted scholastics to|
independent districts.
