Heavy Damage Reported
To Highways and Streets -

H. P. Largent, maintenance fore-
man for the state highway depart-
ment, has completed an inspection
of highways iIn his district which
comprises some 200 miles of pave-
ment in Runnels and Coke coun-
ties. He stated Monday that prac-
tically every road was damaged by
the recent sub-zero weather and
estimated it would require 100,000
gallons of asphalt to patch the
holes alone. This, he sald, includ-
ing labor, would cost about 33
cents a gallon, making the total
loss in this district approximately
$33,000.

In some places new construction
is badly damaged where molisture
ran under shoulders and later
froze, pushing the pavement up
and crumbling it. This Is true on
much of the road from Ballinger
to Talpa and “the Ballinger-Eden
road.

Parties who have been on trips
since the thaw state that most
highways they have travelled are
damaged and much work will be
required for repairs.

Ballinger streets also were
damaged in the below-zero tem-
peratures. The exact extent of the
damage has not been determined
but a survey is being made to
locate spots where pavement |is
buckled and patch work will be
done.
