It's nreessary to 
plant the seeds now In a |>lant 
box or hotbed

The tomato seedlings ran sprout 
(rum seed now and sjiend the next 
six to eight weeks under protoe- 
llon from the cold, growing big 
enough for traiuplantlng, when 
all danger of frost has paaaed.

Fur the average home garden, 
says J F Rosburough. extension 
horticulturist of Texas A. A  M. 
College, a small plant box ran be 
built IS Inches wide. 30 Inches 
long and (our Inches deep. The 
soil should be made up of equal 
pa r t s  of compost material and 
good garden loam soil, thoroughly 
pulvrrlied and packed

It's suggested that the rows be 
four Inches s(>art, and the tomato 
seed planted three per Inch In 
n>ws running the width of the 
box Cover the seed one-fourth 
Inch deep and sprinkle the soil 
well with warm water to speed 
up germination. On warm Mays 
the plant box may be left In the 
sunlight on the porch, bu t 
brought Inside when the tempera­
tures drop below 40 degrees F,

HTien Ihe plants get to be two 
or three Inches high, ll'a a good 
Idea to thin them to a .spacing of 
(our Inches between plants. But 
don't throw away the ones you 
thin out. Shift t h e m over to 
another box. or give them to a 
neighbor who may have aUo pre­
pared a tomoto box

After growing In the plant box 
fur six or eight weeks, the seed­
lings will be about Inches high. 
TTien they’re ready for trana- 
plantlng Into the open g a r d s a  
when all danger of frost is over, 
and water them good b e f o r e  
setting them out, suggesta Ros- 
bo rough.

In order to have your tomato 
seedlings ready to set out In the 
garden on time, it's a good Idea 
to start the plant box preparation 
around seven weeks before tbe 
usual date of the last killing frasL
