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Small Grain Harvest May 
Require 3 Weeks Longer

A rhcfk-up on hurvrst condì-' 
ttoiM ond pru«reM in Runnels 
county as of last Haturday indi­
cated that three more weeks of 
good weather would be required 
to complete the romblnlng of 
small grain Many machines were 
running Sunday and during the 
pu t two weeks farmers have 
stayed close at home to get their 
crops In condition

A large number of farms have 
not had any grain cut yet due to 
a shortage of combines. The sur­
vey showed wheat turning out 
light but oats running better than 
expected after much of the crop 
was blown down Operators stated 
that most of the oats was being 
picked up by the combines and 
field losses are light 

Agricultural l e a d e r s  said the 
first of Ihe week that they could 
give no estimate on the amount 
of small grain which would be 
barvesU-d In the county. Much of 
the grain Is being stored on the 
farm or In buildings which meet 
the requirements fur loans.

In the meantime, most farmers 
In the county are getting row 
crops plowed and In good shape. 
Much of the row feed crops ore 
headed and doing nicely while 
cotton Is growing fust Ruins will 
be needed again soon to keep the 
plants going and to guarantee a 
good feed crop.
