Bin Moore ha« completed plan«^ 
whe-- by the cotton storage prob­
lem In this county will be greatly 
Improved and farmers will be able 
to get a negotiable receipt to put 
their cotton In the government 
loan.

The arrangement U for through 
cotton and does not apply to long 
time storage.

Cotton Is being r e c e i v e d  at 
Bruce Field where each bale 1« 
weighed, sampled and a receipt 
Issued. After staying on the air­
field ramp or on concrete flooring 
a while the cotton Is moved to 
the old oil mill buildings for 
storage and where It Is loaded on 
trains for shipment.

This arrangement was made In 
order to give farmers of this area 
an opportunity to move their cot­
ton through the government loan. 
Practically all bonded warehouses 
in this section of the state are 
now full of cotton and recent 
glnnlngs were not being handled 
because of lack of space. Mr 
Moore began recelvlivg cotton the 
past week-end and some 500 bales 
were on the ramp at Bruce Field 
Tuesday morning Trucks will be 
used to move the cotton to the 
warehou.ses and loading wharves 
after it has remained In the open 
the required time.

During the week-end Mr. Moore 
received many telephone queries 
from growers outside this county 
In regard to bringing cotton here 
and much cotton probably will be 
trucked here from a considerable 
distance In order to put It where 
negotiable receipts can be Usued 
to the owner.
