Phone Manager Explains 
Need for Rate fnereases

John D Allen, division manager 
for The Southwestern States Tele­
phone Co. at Brownwood, was In 
the office of The Ledger and 
stated that he desired to make a 
statement to the citizens of Bal- 
Unger explaining to them why a 
rate Increase Is necessary In tho 
City of Ballinger.

Allen stated that the telephone 
company under rates now being 
charged for telephone service In 
Ballinger, Is not earning a fair 
return upon a fair value of Its 
property or investment. The tele­
phone company Is now seeking by 
its requested rate to obtain at 
least a 2 '» per cent return on Its 
Investment. The present earnings 
are the lowest In the history of 
the companies operation In Bal­
linger. Even though the company 
has gained more telephones, pres­
ent earnings of the company are 
wholly Inadequate to permit It 
to meet Its public service obliga­
tion and they must be Increased 
If the company Is to expand the 
system and Improve the service to 
meet the needs of the people of 
this city.

The r a t e s  h a v e  n o t  b e e n  
Increased s i n c e  this company 
acquired the telephone properties 
In Ballinger In 1928.

The telephone company oper­
ated with a deficit of $9,118.34 In 
1948 and this deficit was consider­
ably Increased In 1949. The 
Increase In operators wages due to 
the minimum wage law amounted 
to $5,150.00 annually. The esti­
mated Increase with the propo.sed 
rates will amount annually to 
$15,307.00; w h i c h  I n c r e a s e  Is 
necessary to offset the deficit now 
existing at Ballinger and operat­
ing cost occasioned by the wages 
and hour law and other Increased 
expenses over which the telephone 
company has no cotitrol. For a 
telephone company to maintain a 
high standard of service demanded 
by Its subscribers It must have 
wholly adequate rates to produce 
the revenues to make such an 
expaiulon program possible.

Allen says that It simply gets 
back to the fact that expenses 
have Increased faster than reve­
nues. The big Increase in tele­
phones has not brought prosperity 
—In fact, the rate of telephone 
earnings has been dropping stead- 
Uy.

The total payroll In Ballinger 
last year was more than four 
times as high as before the war.

Each telephone added to the 
system today requires a much 
larger Investment than Ix-forr the 
war. Each telephone added In tho 
City of Ballinger requires mater­
ials purchased at higher prices, 
higher labor cost and purchased 
at higher prices, higher labor ccMt 
and in the cose of reaching new 
additions to the city, cash outlay 
for the purchase of cable, poles, 
etc. All of which materials are 
purchased at much higher cost 
than before the war. The earn­
ings In the telephone business are 
not large enough to provide ade­
quate funds for this expansion.

Additions a n d  Improvements

must be financed by earnings and 
Investors dollars. While the tele­
phone company's huge plant 
expansion program Is under way, 
by this we mean the conversion of 
various towns from common but­
tery to dial and magneto officers to 
common buttery offices. Industry 
In general Is also enlarging Its 
capacity and many companies are 
seeking to attract new capital for 
this purpose.

In consequence; there Is active 
competition for the investor's dol­
lar. The telephone company can 
enter this competition successfully 
only It the level and stability of 
Its earnings compare favorably 
with the earnings of others seek­
ing captltal funds.

If rates are held too low, capital 
funds needl'd for expansion and 
Improvement cannot be obtained 
at reasonable cost. If at all

Therefore, In Ballinger as else­
where. good service and the abil­
ity to expand can be assured over 
the years only where agencies 
that regulate us fix rates that 
will produce earnings adequate to 
attract necessary capital funds.
