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Army Chaplain Tells Lions
About Conditions in Korea

Uajor A V. Bradley, an army' 
chaplain who served (or two years 
in Korea with American forces 
from IlHS to IMS. was l u e s t  
speaker at the Ballinger, L Io  ns 
Club meeting Friday noun. The 
major U here conducting a revi­
val at the Valley View BaptUt 
Church near Ballinger.

He told Linns of the land which 
la attracting so much attention 
today and a here Americans are 
fighting communistic f o r c e s  of 
North Korea.

The sptaker complimented the 
Lions of the world in hla opening 
remarks, telling of the instance 
during World War II when Lions 
clubs sold enough bunds to equip 
a full Infantry division He served 
with thU d i v i s i o n ,  the lOSth 
Infantry, w h i c h  was called the 
"Roaring Lions ” Tlie group, made 
up mainly of 18-year-old draftees, 
made a wonderful record In com­
bat.

As a background Major Bradley 
told how the Japanese took over 
and ruled for 40 years. W h e n  
Americans went Into the country 
near the end of World War II 
they found the country without a 
single poUceman. no officials and 
the public without any political 
desires Just before the end of the 
War, Russians InfUtered the country 
from the north and the two forces 
met at the 38th parallel. This line 
Immediately became an Iron cur­
tain (or the Americans and any 
who ventured across that dividing 
line became prisoners

After the occupation of South 
Korea, the Americans trained and 
organised a police force of natives, 
organized a national guard and 
equipped them with A m e r i c a n  
arms. Elections were held In which 
a legislature was formed, a presl-

dent elected and the south Korean ' 
republic was formed Tlie speaker | 
told of the first election la which ¡ 
85 per cent of the people cast bal­
lots before 9 a m on election day, 
a record which he said should pul 
Americans to shame

He stated that there were some 
Communists In South Korea, but 
added that there were also some 
In America, a situation which we 
should do soiiii-thing about.

After the occupation of North 
Korea by the Russians he ¡>uld 
thousands of refugees fled to the 
south every day. Pastors and most 
members of their churches fled 
Into South Korea and after libera­
tion In the southern portion the 
churches flourished and grew hi 
n u m b e r s  by leaps and bounds. 
Many refugees left behind all their 
passe.sslons. showing their pref­
erence (or liberty.

Tlie visiting speaker said "w e ' 
are fighting today (or the same 
thing which has caused Americans 
to shed bhxxl ever since our coun­
try became a nation." He pointed 
out that we are nut f i g h t i n g  
Koreans but were fighting Russia 
and killing Koreans He declared 
that every bullet, every piece of 
equipment a n d  the training of 
men were Ru.sslan made.

In a question period which fol­
lowed the talk the s p e a k e r  
declared "Russia can w e a r  us 
and the United N a t i o n s  down 
lighting Its satélites and still have 
10.000 000 trained soldiers rested "

In response to a question the 
speaker said that this terrain was 
not suitable (or use of the atomic 
bomb and that It would only kill 
Koreans.

TCA Is particularly useful (or 
the eradication of Bermuda and 
Johnson grass from fence rows, 
roadways, small spots In fields, 
and areas that are Inaccessible for 
machinery However, the cost of 
the compound prevents It being 
used fur eradicating grass from 
large areas.

Normally some drying of plants 
can be .seen In about 24 h o u r s  
after the s p r a y  Is applied, says

Hot. dry conditions with a mod­
