The Webb 
Plumbing Co., of Abilene, was low 
bidder for the plumblitg on a bid 
o f $4,18160, and the Hamner 
Electric Co., of San Angelo, was 
given the electrical contract on a 
bid of $3,660 Hughes St Olds, of 
Abilene, arc the architects.

Contract papers have been drawn 
and as soon as they receive legal 
approval they will be signed by 
the building committee and work 
will get underway. Contractors

have 220 working days In which 
to complete the job

The two-story building will be 
constructed of cream colored brick 
on the lot adjoining the church to 
the north. The six room frame 
building on this lot will bo sold 
to the highest bidder and Ls to 
be moved In the near future to 
make room for excavation.

Tl)e new educational plant will
