The whole picture of house- 
to-house selling has b e c o m e  
confused by a r e c e n t  U. 3 
supreme court decision validat­
ing municipal ordinances to 
stop this kind of selling. Many 
cities have ordinances modeled 
after the one e n a c t e d  at 
Aimtandria Louisiana, w h i c h  
was tasted In the appeal litiga­
tion. It forbids canvassers to 
call except by permission of 
the householder

The housewife's willingness to 
listen to a door-to-door sales­
man depends upon many things 
She may be In the bathtub, 
she may be In the kitchen with 
her hands tn the dough, she 
may have the baby asleep or 
taking a nap herself when the 
bell clangs. ITte visitor may be 
very unwelcome, or he may be 
received as a relief from the 
boredom of housework.

Local merchants, of course, 
who see the peddler as a com­
petitor who pays no taxes and 
whose proAts do not stay In 
the community, favor restrict­
ing him

The court decision will not 
entirely banish the door bell 
ringer M.iny t o w n s  do not
