Ballmger Post Office
Goes First Class July 1

The Ballinger post office will

become first class on July 1.
,.“Al\e authorization was recelved

this week by Postmaster K. V.
Northington, but employees
have known since the end of

’ 1951 that this action would be

Reqmnmenu for a first class
post office Include $40,000
annual postage receipts and on
December 31, 1951, recelpts
totalled $42500. Postal depart-
ment officlals at that time sald
the change would be made on
July 1 and final approval has
been granted

Mr. Northington pointed out
that the Increase in postage
receipts here had been gradual,

rlhe past several years showing

about a 10 per cent increase
each year. The last Increase,
putting the local office over
the required amount, came
during one of the most severe
ths in the history of the
county and for this reason,
little trouble should be experi-
enced in keeping the receipts
above the required $40,000.
The change in rating will
cause little difference in the

service of the local office, Mr. |

Northington said. A few minor

changes will result, but in most |

cases the same hours and other
