Explained by County Agent

County Agent John A. Bar­
ton Issued a statement t h i s  
week to stock raisers of this 
s e c t i o n  in regard to cattle 
grubs.

•Don't let cattle grubs rob 
you of Ijeef, milk, leather and 
profits In your program of rais­
ing both be<>f and dairy cattle,” 
says Mr. Barton.

Tire grub fly hatche.s In the 
.spring and dejxwlts its eggs on 
the hair of the legs d u r i n g  
February. March and April The 

I grub fly lives only a short time 
[and dies after eggs are depos- 
' Ited on the animals. A nelgh- 
I borhood p r o g r a m  would be 
I better than Ju.st an Individual 
elTort ”

••Cattle grubs that have been 
In your cattle since la.st March 
or April work their way to the 
top of the animal's back In the 
latter part of September and 
may continue until Dt'cemlier. 
From the time they reach the 
back of the beef or dairy cow 
until grown and ready to drop 
out usually takes from 30 to 35 
days "

Giving r e a s o n s  for ridding 
cattle of grubs, Mr Barton .said 
that when stock go to market 
It costs the raiser from 1 to 
cents a pound or around $4 00 
per head dockage.

" It  has been proved t h a t  
steers In the feed lot will gain 
from to i j  pound le.sa a day 
w h e n  grubby as compared to 
tho.se free of grubs Northern 
feeders are demanding g r u b- 
free cattle Tbase In the dairy 
baslne.ss find on the average 

. during the grub season that 
,hey lose from 10 to 25 [ler cent 
In milk production."

Mr Barton points out that 
Texa.s producers lose annually 
about $.5,000,000 from grubs He 
also calls attention to the fact 
that the three months w h e n  
treatment should be applied Is 
here The following Instructions 
for treating are given:

••Where one has only a few 
m o r e  or less gentle cattle, a 
good Job can be done by rub­
bing a l o n g  the back of the 
animal with a mixture of Rotc- 
none and sulphur or Rotenone 
and tiipoll earth (use 5% Rote­
none).

'•In this methiid bo sure to 
brush well Into the hair or u.sc 
finger Ups

• Where herds are larger and 
w i l d e r ,  use spray »Hh T v  
Rotenone to 100 gallons of 
water. For this metluxl get the 
cattle Into a chute where the 
spray can be appHetl on t->P 
of the back w i t h  250-pound 
pressure and up to 500 jioumU
