Brndy B u 11 d o Thla year 
Brady U playln« In another 
dlatrlrt and the (fame will be a 
non-conference affair for the 
flrat time.

Brady had a fair team left 
over last year and wrlll be one 
of the toughest teams on the 
Bearcat schedule thla year. The 
game Is expectetl to a t t r a c t  
one of the largest crowds of 
the season.

The Bearcats start the 1M6 
season with only five starters 
left over from last year and 
some of these have been shift­
ed to new positions. They have 
five other lettermen and a fair 
crop of boys up from th e  B 

and Junior high t h a t  
V a  experience.

The squad will have plenty 
of size and speed and lust how 
good they are will be determin­
ed In the first few games. The 
first two weeks they will meet 
their stlffeat comirtltlon In 
the Brndy team and the mighty 
Stamford Bulldogs. Stamford 
was picked by coaches at the 
annual coaching school to win 
the state championship In AA 
football again this year.

The Bearcats will f i e l d  a 
heavy line led by all-district 
tackle. D e l b e r t  Wiley, an d  
alarters Kenneth Doty and Don 
Blr'J^ns.

jM--.' Candler, who played

quarterback as a fresliman lust 
year, will again be at tlratslot 
and local fans are expecting a 
great ¿reason for him. Candler 
had a KOfxl year In track this 
pu.st spring and Is faster and 
some lu'nvler.

One of the main ball carriers 
will likely be Wesley Stokes 
who has been slUfted fn>m an 
end position to the backfUid. 
Stokes Is big, fast and hits the 
Hive as fast as any ba ck  In 
recent years. Rodney Flanagan, 
a substitute back last year will 
also get plenty of action thla 
year.

The Bearcat band will be on 
the Job Friday night and, In 
full imlform, will be In their 
place for the start of the pre­
liminaries and for their half- 
tlnvc performance. Yell leaders 
have been working the post 
several weeks and will have a 
large section to assist them as 
the twelfth man on the field.

Fans will be able to secure 
general admlssiim tickets at 
local drug stores b c f o re the 
game and at the gate Friday 
night. Those who liold reserve 
seats must have a general ad­
mission ticket to get Inside the 
field.

A large block of reserve seat 
tickets have been sent to Brady 
at the request of the s c h o ol 
along with a large number of 
student tickets. T h e  B r a d y  
band, yell section and several 
hundred fans are expected for 
this opening game fo r b o th  
teams.

$200,000 Road Bonds 
Sold by County Court

The Runnels County Oom- 
mhuiloners’ court sold $200.000 
In highway bonds last Thurs­
day. Tlx-se are part of highway 
bond Issue recently approved 
In road district Nu 3 of Run­
nels County The total issue.« 
was for $300,000 but only $200,- 
000 will be sold at tills time 
and tills may be sufficient to 
meet requlretuenU of rlght-of- 
«ray.

Victor H. Hardy, representa­
tive respectively for Russ 8c Go. 
and First Texas Corporation, 
both of San Antoni o ,  was 
awarded tlie sale The average 
Interest by these companies was 
3.18 per cent, or $75536 over a 
20-year t e r m  In which th e  
bonds will be retired.

Proceeds of the bonds wUl go 
to purchase right-of-way on 
Highway 67 fi«>m the Coleman 
to the Tom Green County line 
A gcxxl portion of tills will be 
a wide right-of-way for a four- 
lane divided highway.

TTie Texas State Sclwol Board 
now has an option on the bonds 
and unless they exercise this 
option. Uie sale to th e  San 
Antonio firms « ill tx- completed

Four bidders were at Uie sale

with Ure next lowest bid causing 
$2500 nu>re Interest over ttvo 
twenty year period.

The county Is getUng right- 
of-way deeds signed as fast as 
possible with the first .8 of a 
mile west of the C o l o r a d o  
River being completed first. 
When these are s i g ne d ,  the 
S t a t e  Highway Conimlsskxi 
will advertise for bids for the 
construction of Uic now bridge 
across the Oolorado River at 
Ballinger and a four-lane high­
way for .8 of a mile

Highway o/flcials stated that 
one of the first Jobs would be 
Uie setting up of the detour 
which will be used for Hlgharay 
67 traffic while the bridge Is 
being built. ThU will be south 
ovsr Highway 83 to the Horse­
shoe Theatre and then north­
west over the present county 
road to an Intersection with 
Highway 67 In South Ballinger.
