Firnt of all the total patmenUt made under the 
H4>il hank to the communitv are much less than the in­
come of the community would have been if the land had 
been planttnl in ix>tton.

Second, it was felt that if a lar^e acreage went 
into the t*utton soil bank, it would nhow on the records 
that this ('ommunity is not interested in raising cotton 
and this could have a serious effect on our future cotton 
allotments.

r
Third, as we reduce the production of cotton in 

this community, all industry conntH*ted w ith the produc­
tion and pnH'cssin»f of cotton will suffer. If, in the future, 
we try to airain «ro into the production of cotton, we w ill 
find a .»ihortaife of implements, repair houses ,  field 
workers, cotton pickers, cotton vrins. cotton buyers, oil 
mills and compresses.

These are but a few of the effects of the soil hank 
on this cornmunit>. This communit> has always pro­
duced a hiuhl> desired t>pe of cotton. The eommunity 
has land suited for eotton, an abundance of cotton K'ins, 
iriMid marketing facilities and a mmlern eomprt*ss. Why 
should we sell our riwrhts to plant eotton for a profit or 
a loss if we so desire? Our churches, our schools, our 
road.s, our city improvements and our farm improve­
ments have all bt'en built with the help of cotton income.

This community has always pnispered with cot­
ton planted in the ground and not in a so called soil 
bank set up by man.

We urife every farmer to seriously ransider all of 
the factors involved before he sells his God sriven rifcht 
to plant and produce the commodities for which he is 
best qualifi(*d and his land iM̂ st adapted.
