Too much tlllage wears
out the residues and therefore
should be held to the minimum.

Stubble and =‘raw burning is
more costly than many farmers
realize, according to Extension
spécialists. To prove the point,
they say that the straw from
an acre that produced 50
bushels of contains 20
pounds of nitrogen, 6 pounds
of phosphorous, 30 pounds of
potash, and 40 poumnds of
humus. The same s true they
say, of 25 bushels per acre of
wheat or 25 bushels of barley
Burning flelds can mean a drop
in yield of 7 to 10 bushels per

acre in next year's oat crop, or
3 to 5 bushels per acre of
wheat. When the plow chokes

leaving such cover and disturb-
ing the soll surface as little as
possible 1s by using equipment
having sweeps or blades 32
inches wide or wider.

This practice is known as
stubble mulching. All tillage,
planting, cultivating and
harvesting oerations are done
in a way to keep crop residues
on the surface to protect the
soll.

people should start using every

kind obtainable

Rats are expected to start
moving from the flelds into
shelter with the cold weather
and unless they are poisoned
they may do great damage
Merchants have reported a

number of rats sighted in local
stores this week and most of
them have placed poison balts
where they can be found by
the animals. Home owners have
reported finding dead rats iIn
thelr yards, showing the poison
is effective

If a poison is avallable on
the plan which had been per-
fected, at a later date, it will
be ordered and sold at cost to
the people In the meantime,
local stores have a good amount
of polson on hand with com-
plete Instructions for Bs use.
