DPS reminds drivers to watch for

children as

As the start of the new
school year approaches, the
Texas Department of Public
Safety (DPS) cautions Tex-
ans to watch for children
who are walking to and from
school or waiting for buses.
Drivers should be especial-
ly alert and careful around
school buses — which make
frequent stops — and always
follow traffic laws regard-
ing school buses and school
zones.

“DPS is calling on drivers
to do their part in keeping
our children safe this school
year by always obeying
school zone speed limits and
stopping for school buses,”
said DPS Director Steven
McCraw. “Individuals who
disregard the law and illegal-
ly pass stopped school buses
not only face significant traf-
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fic fines, but they needlessly
put children in harm’s way —
and we take these violations
very seriously.”

The moments when stu-
dents are entering or exit-
ing a bus can be one of the
most dangerous times dur-
ing a child’s trip on a school
bus. Accordingly, DPS urges
drivers to slow down and pay
attention in school zones,
since children may unex-
pectedly step into a roadway
without checking for oncom-
ing traffic.

State law requires that ap-
proaching drivers stop when
a bus is stopped and operat-
ing a visual signal — either
red flashing lights or a stop
sign.  Drivers should not
proceed until the school bus
resumes motion; the driver
is signaled by the bus driver

new school year begins

to proceed; or the visual sig-
nal is no longer activated. A
driver does not have to stop
for a school bus that is op-
erating a visual signal if it is
on a highway with roadways
separated by an intervening
space or physical barrier. (If
a highway is divided only by
a left-turning lane, the road-
ways are not considered sep-
arated, and drivers must stop
for school buses.)

Drivers who illegally pass
school buses face fines up
to $1,250 for a first offense.
For individuals convicted of
this offense more than once,
the law allows the individu-
al’s driver license to be sus-
pended for up to six months.
(A ticket for illegally pass-
ing a school bus cannot be
dismissed through defensive
driving.)

“It’s sad because you know this is
what happen because they not helping
the black community. Like, you know,
the rich people they got all this money
and they not, like, you know, trying to
give us none.”

These words were spoken by a protes-
tor in Milwaukee during the riots, burn-
ing, and looting Saturday night. I’ve
been stewing about writing this column
for a few days, not knowing exactly
what to say about the state of the union.

Every time there is another riot, with
people yelling and throwing rocks and
bottles and looting and setting fire to
businesses in their own neighborhood I
get upset. It seems there is no reasoning
and tolerance among the mostly black
citizens who are affected.

It also seems no one can do a damn
thing about it. We watch the insane ac-

tions of protestors jumping up and down
on police cars and even the police seem
to let it happen.

In Milwaukee they set fire to a conve-
nience store where most of them proba-
bly buy their gasoline and cigarettes and
bags of ice and soft drinks, etc. Now
the c-store is in rubble. I ask myself
why but can’t seem to find an answer.

Looters seem to have free run to duck
into stores and carry out whatever they
can gather. Liquor stores seem to be a
favorite looter target. One photo showed
a man leaving a beauty salon with an
armload of hair extensions.

I can tell you if back in my youth my
mother had seen me jumping up and
down on a police car she would have
dragged me home and be jumping up
and down on me.

Milwaukee, Detroit, Baltimore, and

Ferguson. All towns in disrepair with
little affordable housing, bad schools,
disrupted families, and Democratic lead-
ers who have done next to nothing to
assist the poor families that live there.

Most of the protestors that are
shown on television seem to be under
educated. They obviously lack discipline
and respect and easily fall into a mob
mentality. As far as I know none of the
protesting, looting, and burning has im-
proved their situation.

The most recent young black man
shot and killed in Milwaukee ran from
the police, turned around with a gun in
his hand, and was shot by a black police
officer. The gun turned out to have a
clip with more than 20 rounds of am-
munition.

After the rioting has ended noth-
ing ever seems to get done to solve

He did not seem like the rioter
type.

The inner city youth, beset by lack
of education, broken families, the lure
of gangs, and lack of jobs need a boost.
I think it all starts with family, not gov-
ernment. Not Hillary or Trump. What is
the answer? I don’t know.

I hope somebody finds one soon.

Off to College...

Since our Friends Scholarship
winners are coming to pick up
their funds for college, I realize
it is that time of year once again
for travel to begin to colleges
and universities plus our local
school will also be starting and
autumn will soon be upon us.
It is an exciting, busy and emo-
tional time for all.

Imagine what it would have
been like in the fall of 1914 if
you were a young female about
to embark on your college career
at the new school in Canyon,
Texas—West Texas State Nor-
mal College founded in 1910.
The location, from a donation
of $100,100 and 40 acres, was
also selected as there were ‘no
saloons present,” an important
point if you were sending your
sons and daughters far from
home. If you were from any-
where in the Panhandle of Texas,
it would probably mean pack-
ing your trunk and travelling by
train. Once in Canyon proper,
you’d have been met by a dray
service (horse and buggy) and
transported to one of the nearby
boarding houses (no dorms yet).
Average amount of students
about 1,000.

Once you were settled in at
your boarding house you, as
well as your fellow female stu-
dents, would have been under
the watchful eye of a very strict
and very proper ‘matron’. You
would have taken your meals at
the boarding house as well where
proper attire and proper manners
were expected—no PJs allowed.
Meals were served family style
around the dining room table.
(One of these boarding houses
is now appropriately a bed and
breakfast: Hudspeth House.)

Among the faculty and ad-
ministration were R. B. Cousins,
the first president and Georgia
O’Keefe, who taught art at the
new facility which consisted
or only a few buildings one
of which had burned in 1914.
Miss O’Keefe would later be-
come very famous. According
to a 1916-1917 yearbook “Le
Mirage” there were classes in
library service, interesting...and
football uniforms showed a dis-
tinct lack of padding. Everyone
travelled a lot by train.

Fast forward a few years to
the fall of 1945 when a second
generation student is just begin-
ning her college career at West
Texas State Teacher’s College.
Now there are dorms, men’s
and women’s, Cousin’s Hall
was built in 1920, the first of its
kind in the state. The strict ma-
tron is now a Dorm Mother and
comings and goings are strictly
regulated and monitored. An ex-
cellent library and museum now
exist. There is a cafeteria. Some
students stay at the Ag farm as
well.  Enrollment has almost
doubled to nearly 2,000. OlId
Main near the center of the cam-
pus had been built in 1923. Now
President is Joseph A. Hill, the
chapel is named after him.

Once again, fast forward to
the fall of 1969 and a third gen-
eration is starting school at West
Texas State University. Cous-
in’s Hall is still there and has
been expanded as has the cam-
pus. Still a live-in Dorm Mother
at Cousin’s Myrtle Prigmore...I
kid you not. There is sign in
and sign out for all comings and
goings, a curfew and a nightly
room check by a Room Advi-
sor. The cafeteria is within easy

walking distance and they have
an automatic doughnut making
machine! Most female students
do not have cars. The library is
there, but it is a closed stacks
system meaning that you do not
go pick up your book, a librarian
does it for you. Computer sci-
ence is just beginning as a field
of study. By the fall of 1969, the
military draft is suspended and
many male students quit school.
Number of students enrolled is
now approaching 5,000. Now
President is James P. Cornette,
the library is later named for
him.

Another few years go by and it
is the fall of 1993 and the fourth
generation is registering at West
Texas A & M University, but
still known affectionately as WT.
Lots of new building and high
rise dorms. Last year to be able
to earn a permanent teaching
certificate. Computer technol-
ogy and online classes are now
well established. State of the
art library has helped create the
Harrington Library Consortium
of all types and sizes of librar-
ies in the Panhandle. Cafeteria
is still there but students may
also eat at the fast food court in
the JBK with their Buff Bucks.
6,000 students are enrolled. Al-
most every student has a vehicle.
Now President is Russell Long.

And so on, and so on...as
history of the school continues.
Best wishes for a great year to all
students and teachers! *

Texas becomes first state to issue standing order for mosquito repellent

Eligible Texas women on
Medicaid can go straight to
their pharmacist to pick up
mosquito repellent, Health and
Human Services Executive
Commissioner Charles Smith
announced today. Texas Med-
icaid has issued a standing
order for mosquito repellent
prescriptions for women who
are between the ages of 10
and 45 or pregnant.

Texas is the first state in the
nation to implement such an
order to slow the spread of the
Zika virus. Eligible patients
no longer need to call or visit
their doctor for a prescription
for mosquito repellent.

“This is another step in our
comprehensive plan to protect
Texas women and their unborn
children from the Zika virus,”
Commissioner Smith said.
“For this benefit to be truly

effective, it is imperative to
make insect repellent as eas-
ily and widely available as
possible.”

The standing order will
ensure obtaining repellent is
easier for eligible women and
also allow Texas Medicaid to
fulfill the requirement of a
doctor’s prescription for all
over-the-counter products set
forth by the federal Centers
for Medicare and Medicaid
Services.

Zika can cause severe birth
defects in unborn children
whose mothers are infected
while pregnant. The best way
to stay protected from Zika
is to avoid mosquito bites.
There is currently no vac-
cine to prevent the disease
or drugs to treat it, making
it essential that Texans use
mosquito repellent to prevent
