The Friona City Council met in regular ses-
sion in the Council Chambers, 619 Main Street 
on Monday, February 13, 2017 at 6:30 to discuss 
a number of issues and hear reports from the Fire 
and Police Departments.

After approving the minutes of the January 9, 
2017 meeting, the council considered and ap-
proved an order calling for city officers’ election 
and a joint agreement with Friona Independent 
School District election to be held on May 6, 2017.

Notices for the upcoming election are posted 
in English and Spanish on the door of City Hall. 

Friona Police Chief Isidro Jimenez presented 
the 2016 Racial Profiling Report to the Council 

for their approval. They approved the document. 
The document stated the Friona Police Depart-
ment has adopted a detailed written policy on 
racial profiling. The document is available to the 
public.

According to Jimenez’s report, the number of 
motor vehicle stops included: 1,158-citation only, 
4-arrests only, 47-both citation and arrest for a to-
tal of 1,209 stops. Broken down in race or ethnici-
ty: 34-African; 5-Asian; 449-Caucasian; 719-His-
panic; 1-Middle Eastern; 1-Native America. Race 
or ethnicity known prior to stop: 9-yes; 1,200-no. 
Searches conducted: 3-yes; 1,206-no. Consent to 
search: 1-yes; 2-no.

Jimenez also reported on the Friona Police De-
partments activities during the month of January. 
The Police Department logged in 237 calls in-
cluding fire, EMS, and police. Officers made nine 
arrests, issued 33 citations and 49 warnings. They 
made 79 stops in January. Those arrest offenses 
were: 2-no driver’s license; 1-driving while li-
cense invalid; 2-assaults; 2-driving while intoxi-
cated; 1-driving while intoxicated 3rd or more; 
1-racing; 1-resisting arrest; 1-sexual assault of a 
child; and 1-evading arrest.

Friona Volunteer Fire Department Chief Jim 
Taylor reported on the departments activities in 
January. The Fire Department responded to three 

calls in January. There was a building fire on 
January 1 with 18 firefighters responding with 
six trucks. There were two automobile accidents. 
The first was on January 8 with 16 firefighters 
responding with four trucks. The second accident 
was on January 29 with 15 firefighters respond-
ing with four trucks.

The Council approved January 2017 accounts 
payable and financial statements.

Council member approved the awarding of the 
2017 Sealcoat Project to Freeman Paving.

Greetings!
It was great to see Texas Depart-

ment of Transportation (TXDOT) 
in Friona last month cleaning the 
excess dirt and grass from the curbs 
and the gutters. It looks great and 
we appreciate the work performed.

The Panhandle region elec-
tronics-recycling event collected 
34.858 tons and the City of Friona 
collected 4.445 tons. Thanks to ev-
eryone that participated. The elec-
tronic devices are recycled which 
helps our environment by keeping 
them out of the landfills. We want 
to thank Cargill for donating the 
cardboard combos, which made for 
easy storing and hauling.

Several months back, the City 
of Friona and Panhandle Regional 
Planning Commission (PRPC) be-
gan filling out a Texas Community 
Development Block application for 
funds to assist extending the city’s 

main water line from Maple Street 
to the water tower beside the Senior 
Citizen House. The application will 
be completed this month and will 
be reviewed in March. The scoring 
will take place in June or July. The 
funding amount is approximately 
$300,000 and if Friona receives the 
funding, we would have a main wa-
ter line that circles Friona.

Chief Jimenez and the officers 
responded to 237 calls in January. 
There were 79 stops, 49 warnings, 
33 citations and 9 arrests. (2-no 
drivers license, 1-driving while li-
cense invalid, 2-assault, 3-driving 
while intoxicated, 1-racing, 1-re-
sisting arrest, 1-sexual assault of 
child, and 1-evading arrest). The 
officers drove a total of 4109 miles 
patrolling and protecting our city.

Accounts Payable equaled 
$331,713.63 for January. This 
amount was considerably higher 

than previous month due to a pay-
ment to Ray Electric Company, 
Amarillo, TX for $158,995.80. 
There were two generators that 
were purchased and installed for 
our water wells. All bills were paid 
and the city continues to be in good 
standings.

Judge Campbell had 36 new cas-
es in January. There were 22 trials 
by judge cases that pled guilty and 
5 cases were dismissed. Total fines 
collected were $4,591.97.

EMS had 30 runs in January. 
There were 12 calls for 9-1-1, 14 
calls for transfers and 4 calls re-
sulted in “no transport”. Payments 
collected equaled $17,211.34 and 
billing totaled $42,580.76.

The city pumped 11,252,600 
gallons of water in January, sold 
10,198,000 gallons, and collected 
$58,820.03 on 1430 accounts 
billed.

The public works employees 
continue to fill potholes and lots of 
work is being done in alleys and 
grading streets. The city hired two 
employees that will work in the 
public works department, Skyler 
Harris and Jonathan Salsman. We 
want to welcome these two gentle-
men to the city and know they will 
do well.

The library had 772 patrons visit 
in January an average of 39 per day. 
There were 795 items circulated 
and 67 new items added to the in-
ventory. As always, the library staff 
does a great job assisting our com-
munity.

The Volunteer Fire Department 
responded to three emergency calls 
in January: 1/1/17-Building fire, 
18 firefighters responded with six 
trucks. This fire was located at the 
Elementary School. 1/8/17- Auto-
mobile accident (Cargill), 16 fire-

by Ricky WhiteMayor’s Minutes
fighters responded with four trucks. 
1/29/17-Automobile accident east 
on highway 60, 15 firefighters re-
sponded with four trucks. There are 
26 volunteers that proudly serve our 
community. One of our biggest as-
sets in this community is our Volun-
teer Fire Department and the great 
service they do. We have the best 
Volunteer Fire Department in this 
area, probably the region.

“Did you know that our local government 
grants “forgivable loans” to local businesses 
to help them get started? That means that if the 
business meets certain requirements, then they 
are not required to repay the “loan.” Where does 
the city get this money it “loans?” It takes it from 
you in the form of taxes. In other words, your 
taxes do not only support necessary govern-
ment functions, but are also charitably given to 
local entrepreneurs. Now I have nothing against 
entrepreneurs or local businesses; I myself fall 
into that category. But I do believe it is wrong 
to force people to support a business against 
their will. If a business is to succeed, people 
must voluntarily support it. If they do not volun-
tarily support it, then that business should close. 
Nobody should be forced against their will to 
support a business. That’s un-American. Tak-
ing taxpayer’s money and giving it to another 
person is forcing one man to work to serve the 
purposes of another. We have a word for that; 

its slavery. By giving tax dollars to a particu-
lar business, the city has made every taxpayer 
a slave for that business. If you are the owner 
of a business that has accepted a “forgivable 
loan,” I urge you to consider where that money 
actually came from. The government does not 
have money of its own to loan you, it only has 
what it has taken from taxpayers who worked 
hard to earn it. If you do not pay back the loan, 
then you have built your business on the backs 
of other businessmen who were made slaves to 
you without their approval. Please succeed in 
your business, as I honestly hope you do, and 
pay your loan back anyway. Now some may 
argue that the city does have money of its own 
to give away, such as income from the city-
owned RV park. I say if the city does generate 
income, they should put it in the budget and 
lower your taxes accordingly. As long as they 
continue to collect taxes, expenditures should 
be limited to necessary governmental func-

tions. A person cannot claim to need charity 
because they spent all their income on non-es-
sentials, and neither can the city claim it needs 
your tax dollars when it willingly gives its own 
income away. As citizens we must hold our 
government accountable for how it spends our 
money. Some might argue that the loan is seed 
money to encourage economic growth. That 
shows a misunderstanding of basic economic 
principles. If the goal is economic growth, it 
would be better to reduce taxes for all citizens 
rather than reward one at the expense of the 
rest. Finally, to those of you on the city coun-
cil that voted away your constituents’ money, 
next time you feel charitable towards a busi-
ness remember whose money you’re giving 
away. Perhaps you should be charitable with 
your own money if you are so inclined. I sup-
port local businesses by my own choice, and I 
don’t appreciate you forcing me to.”

He was described by a friend 
‘as straight as an Indian’…at 6 
ft.2 in his stockings and weigh-
ing 175 lbs.  He was tall, strong, 
and broad-shouldered.  His nose 
was large and straight and he 
had blue-gray penetrating eyes 
with clear colorless pale skin 
and dark brown hair.”  He was 
born in Virginia, Westmoreland 
County.  He grew up on a farm 
and learned to grow wheat, in-
stead of tobacco, as it suited his 
land better.  In school, his best 
subject was arithmetic. 

Apprenticed at 16, and consid-
ered a professional at 17, he was 
never afraid of hard work.  He 
owned 2,300 acres by the time 
he was 20.  He was 22 when he 
rendered his first military service 
and he became a spy.  He never 
had any children of his own, but 
some consider him the father of 
many, as his name is very fa-
mous. He married at 26. We see 
his likeness many places every 

day.  Later in life, he served as 
a county court judge, business-
man, as well as a farmer.  Every 
year, for many years, he cel-
ebrated with a huge dance held 
on his birthday.  He died at age 
67 of strep throat. 

3,929,214 that was the num-
ber of Americans counted during 
the first census in 1790.  If you 
thought George Washington, 
you are correct!  Other firsts in 
George’s lifetime besides the 
first census:  the White House 
built in 1792, his home as first 
president to live there.  At 16, 
he was a land surveyor; one of 
the few professions paid in cash, 
and considered a professional 
where he earned enough to pur-
chase many acres of land.  He 
also worked as a tinker making 
pots and pans, because his moth-
er did not want him to join the 
Royal Navy.  He had smallpox 
before the first vaccine invented 
in 1796.  His bride Martha Cus-

tis, a widow, had her own house 
also called ‘the White House.’  
The Bill of Rights became law 
in 1791.  The New York Stock 
Exchange began in 1792.  The 
cotton gin, invented in 1794, 
revolutionized the economy of 
the South with the mass produc-
tion of cotton and increased the 
demand for slave labor. 

His birthday on the old Julian 
calendar was February 11, 1732, 
but became February 22 in the 
new Gregorian calendar.   Presi-
dent’s Day honors George Wash-
ington, our first president and the 
father of our country.  He is hon-
ored on the one-dollar bill and 
on our quarter plus our nation’s 
capital having been named after 
him as is the Washington Monu-
ment.  Washington is the only 
state named after a president.

God’s Word Doesn’t EvolveLessons from Africa

When myself and four others from FBC Friona went to Lesotho, 
Africa, in January we were reminded that heaven is going to be won-
derful.  Revelation 5:9-10 says, “And they sang a new song, saying, 
‘Worthy are you [Jesus] to take the scroll and to open its seals, for 
you were slain, and by your blood you ransomed people for God 
from every tribe and language and people and nation, and you have 
made them a kingdom and priests to our God, and they shall reign on 
the earth.’”  Heaven will be a multitude of those who have repented 
of sin and turned to Jesus Christ in saving faith from all walks of life, 
every nation and all languages.  At times this is hard to imagine, and 
sadly we get ‘American tunnel vision’ but while in Africa I was able 
to experience a taste of heaven.

I remember the days when I was the remote control. Thankfully, 
we only had NBC, ABC, CBS and PBS. So, I didn’t have to stand 
there very long to see what was on. Once something was determined 
we would watch it. A commitment of sorts, because you sure didn’t 
want to get up and go turn that knob unless the show was over. Fast 
forward a few years we now have 952 channels or so says my bill, al-
though if we took out the 948 music channels that rarely get touched 
except at Christmas and we still probably only have four channels. 
The thing is, I now have a remote so I can flip at will without burning 
a calorie. Like many, at least I pretend not to be the only one, who 
find themselves constantly flipping channels because there just might 
be something good on the next channel, keep pushing that little but-
ton. When I do find something good on, I watch until commercial 
break then off to the races until I find something else to watch now 
I hope the two shows are on different commercial breaks so I can 
watch both. Rarely does that happen, I end up missing enough of 
both that I do not really get what is happening in either story.

Here is the reality, much of life today seems to be that way. Con-
stantly bouncing to the next thing never sticking with anything think-
ing that multitasking is somehow superior to having a singular focus. 
Take Bible reading as an example. Every year I can find 952 differ-
ent “read the Bible in a year” reading plans. Some cater to the read 
a little of this book and a little of that, others encourage reading so 
many minutes a day, etc… The problem is we rarely get past Genesis 
or Matthew before we go back to flipping channels. Thus, it leaves us 
missing enough that we really can’t see how all that stuff in Leviticus 
matters anyway.

We are down to ten and a half months left in 2017, how much time 
outside of a worship setting have we given to just finding out about 
God’s story we call the Bible. I suspect He might have much more to 
offer than flipping channels, but that would require us to focus. The 
very thing Satan doesn’t want us to do.

Well this was just a thought. I need to finish this article I hear Can-
dy Crush calling and I just might make it to the next level this time.

  Last week, I heard a discussion about the Supreme Court.  Some-
one said the Court is divided because at least four of the justices 
believe the Constitution is an “evolving” document; meaning that as 
times change and people think differently, the Constitution doesn’t 
mean what it says.  In other words, the justices are doing what they 
want, ruling based on their own opinions and what they believe is 
morally acceptable according to the world’s standards rather than 
interpreting the Constitution, which is their job.

 The same thing is said of the Bible.  As times change, God’s Word 
doesn’t mean exactly what it says.  When the Word isn’t believed 
based on what it says, I don’t know who gets to say what is right or 
wrong; maybe Supreme Court justices???  

 For me, the Constitution and the Bible were both created by God, 
and neither one evolves.  We should be the ones evolving more into 
the likeness of Jesus as we study, better understand and believe His 
Word.

 I admit I do not come close to understanding every word in the 
Bible.  I have said before it took me forever to understand the story of 
the prodigal son because I always identified with the son who stayed 
home and did what was expected of him.  I had a mental block when 
it came to understanding the father and identifying with him.  How-
ever, after much study, I “evolved” into understanding the father’s 
point of view.  God’s Word did not change; I did. 

 We have to have a desire and be willing to let God teach us and 
mold us with His Word.  Sometimes it simply means reading and 
studying His Word; sometimes it means allowing God to change 
something we have thought or believed for a long time; sometimes it 
means consciously opening our hearts and minds so God can reveal 
what He wants us to learn.

 God’s Word is truth; it is holy; it is honest; it is our foundation.  
Read it; study it; and let it evolve you into the person God desires 
you to be.

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With record corn production 
and higher yields in other major 
commodities, a low-price envi-
ronment is here to stay with little 
catalyst to spark a rally, accord-
ing to projections by agricultural 
economists.

Dr. Joe Outlaw, co-director of 
the Agricultural and Food Policy 
Center at Texas A&M Universi-
ty in College Station, and Dr. Pat 
Westhoff, director of the Food 
and Policy Research Institute 
at the University of Missouri, 
recently gave farm and agricul-
tural economic forecasts at the 
Southwest Ag Issues Summit in 
Fort Worth.

Forecasts for major crops this 
next growing season indicate an-
other year of low prices as farm-
ers must hope for above-average 
yields that give them a chance 
to break even. For example, in 
2016 West Texas cotton growers 
benefited from a high-yielding 
cotton crop that reduced their 
cost per pound down to where 
cotton prices were allowing 
them to break even, Outlaw said.

 “For those in West Texas, the 
good fortune was having a big 
cotton crop that muted the low 
prices,” Outlaw said. “Nobody 
saw this large and sustained drop 
in commodity prices coming 
(when the current farm program 
was written in 2014).”

Outlaw said if there had not 
been high yields in cotton, par-
ticularly for West Texas farmers, 
the overall financial situation for 
those farmers would be much 
worse because most cotton 
farmers had incurred losses each 
of the previous two years. Over-
all, there’s little hope for a rally 
in commodity prices, he said.

“It would take something big 
to sustain higher prices,” Outlaw 
said.

Without a yield loss, Agricul-
tural Risk Coverage payments 
will not provide much assis-
tance.

“Price Loss Coverage is pro-
viding a safety net and, based on 
current price forecasts, that’s not 
going to stop for most crops,” he 
said.

Outlaw also urged caution 
with regard to trade.

“If trade issues become a ma-
jor concern, commodity prices 
could get even worse,” he said.

Westhoff said gross domestic 
product in the U.S. has been 2 
percent since the recession. Chi-
na’s growth rate has been 6 per-
cent each year, but is slowing. 
And interest rate projections for 
the U.S. are 3 percent by 2020.

Looking back, Westhoff said 
there has been a 48 percent in-
crease in global corn, wheat, rice 
and soybean production since 

2002. These increases can be 
attributed to good weather and 
improved technology.

For the 2017-2018 crop year, 
economists provided prices and 
planted acre projections from 
his December 2016 Food and 
Policy Research Institute Base-
line. Corn prices are predicted 
to be at marketing year average 
price of $3.62 a bushel for 2017-
2018  with 15.58 million bushels 
harvested compared to $3.61 a 
bushel and 13.6 million bushels 
during the 2015-2016 crop year.

Planted wheat acres are pro-
jected at 48.6 million acres, 
down from 50.2 million during 
2015-2016, with a projected 
marketing year average price 
of $4.47 a bushel. Upland cot-
ton planted acres are projected 
at 10.21 million acres and a 
marketing year average price of 
$62.80 cents a pound.

Cattle prices are projected to 
remain level through 2020 with 
more beef supplies in the U.S.

Both Westhoff and Outlaw 
told summit attendees they did 
not like painting a dim picture 
on the farm economy, but most 
farmer’s costs of production 
are above current prices and the 
farm program safety nets will 
provide some assistance but not 
make up for the large decline in 
market receipts.

Director with Brightman En-
ergy, updated the board on ac-
tivities at the Mariah North, 
South and East projects. Mari-
ah North has 96 turbines came 
online December 31, 2016 and 
produce 230 megawatts of elec-
tricity with their 2.4 megawatt 
turbines. 

“The recent election caused 
some concerns with one of the 
investors considering the tax 
benefits,” stated Humble. “We 
are committed to building the 
Mariah East. We are determined 
to get it built.”

When asked by FISD Board 
President Ricky Barnett about 
wind technology, Humble re-
plied, “We are seeing continu-
ous improvement of the wind 
technology. The price per kilo-
watt has come down by 40 per-
cent. The power generated from 
this area is sent to the ERCOT 
grid and covers 75 percent of 
Texas”

This area is served by Deaf 
Smith Electric Cooperative and 
Golden Spread Electric.

Angela Hochstein addressed 
the board concerning the 2016-
17 Dual Credit program. Hoch-
stein stated that Fall participa-
tion had 31 students taking 61 
courses from South Plains Col-
lege at a cost of $15,074.65 and 
8 students taking College Engi-
neering Algebra from Amarillo 
College at a cost of $2,400.

The Spring participation 
numbers had 38 students taking 
69 courses from South Plains 
College at cost of $16,452.40 
and 11 students taking College 
Trigonometry and Algebra at a 
total cost of $2,750.

The program is limiting stu-
dents to 9 hours per semester 
and allowing dual credit courses 
in the summer terms beginning 
with the summer terms after the

freshman year. 
She proudly announced that

At this time there are 28 girls 
and approximately 20 boys out 
for track. Baseball has 20 team 
members, golf has 5-7 partici-
pants, tennis is very popular 
with 30 students turning out.

“UIL has not done us any fa-
vors,” stated Arias. “We need 
not only the school but par-
ents and the community to help 
these students succeed academ-
ically as well as in athletics.”

The Board approved the con-
sent agenda and paying Decem-
ber bills. The board discussed 
the route busses and repairs 
to the pizza ovens at the high 
school.

Our culture and habits of life often include plan-
ning ahead. We plan birthday parties, vacations, 
weddings, reunions, and the list could go on and 
on.  However, we are not a culture that plans ahead 
for aging and the possibility of needing extra help.
