Former Friona Chieftain 
head coach and athletic director 
James Morton was awarded the 
2017 Sherwood Award during 
the 2017 ASCO Football Classic 
held Saturday, June 3 at Lowery 
Field in Lubbock.

James Morton is a 1983 grad-
uate of Eastland High School. 
He helped lead the football 
team to the 1982 Class 2A State 
Championship. He went to rang-
er Community College and West 
Texas State University carving 
a niche at both places. After his 
senior season he had a brief stint 
with the Tampa Bay Buccaneers. 
Morton then served one season 
at his alma mater as a GA, one 
season at Richmond University 
and another year back at his 
alma mater.

Coach Morton spent one year 
as an assistant with the Friona 
Chieftains and the next five 
years as the head coach/athletic 
director. The Chieftains had 
much success including win-
ning their first District 1-3A 
title since 1965. They also had a 
State Semifinal appearance.

Coach Greg Sherwood hired 
James in 1998 as the head 
coach/athletic coordinator for 
the Lubbock Monterey Plains-
men. He led the Plainsmen to 
the post season nine times in his 
11 years.

All-Star Classic, which now in-
cludes both boys and girls bas-
ketball. Coach Morton has been 
instrumental in raising nearly 
$245,000 through these games.

Summer CleaningParmer County Sheriff Ran-
dy Geries reported Sunday 
that Don Opplinger, one of the 
area’s largest agribusiness op-
erators was killed in a helicop-
ter crash. 

Castro County Sheriff Sal 
Rivera reported that the crash 
scene was in the southwest-
ern area of Castro County in 
a wheat field approximately 
one half mile south of the 200 
block of County Road 623.  

Geries and Rivera reported 
that Opplinger was the only 
occupant and piloting the heli-
copter. His family began look-
ing for him after they realized 
he had gone missing on Satur-
day, June 3. The accident site 
was found by an Opplinger 
employee. 

Opplinger was pronounced 
deceased at the scene by Cas-
tro County Justice of the Peace 

Oreda Campbell. An autopsy 
was ordered.

The cause of the crash was 
not immediately known. The 
investigation into the crash is 
also being conducted by the 
Federal Aviation Administra-
tion and the National Trans-
portation Safety Bureau. 

According the company 
website the Opplinger Compa-
nies started with a feedlot out-
side Farwell, and have grown 
rapidly in size and now in-
clude six large-scale feedlots, 
over 55,000 acres of irrigated 
farmland, a dairy and thou-
sands of acres of ranch land. 
The Farwell feedlot started 
with 15,000 head of cattle. 
Opplinger then acquired a 
35,000 head feedlot near Clo-
vis in 1991 before expanding 
again to Lincoln County, Ne-
braska in 1998.

Are you going 
to church today?

It can be overwhelming, even frustrating in our world regarding 
the abundance of wickedness and the evil devices people come up 
with.   Scripture does remind us that there is nothing new under the 
sun in Ecclesiastes 1:9, which is true of sin, but in Psalm 36 we find a 
place where wickedness wanes.  Now, in the Psalm David isn’t talk-
ing about heaven, but he does help us have a heavenward perspective 
in light of the sinfulness in our world.  

A perspective that isn’t defeated because of the evil in our world 
deals with the reality that evil and wickedness are real and present.  
It has been said that the doctrine of the sinfulness of man is the most 
verifiable doctrine in all of scripture, which is absolutely true (just 
watch the evening news), but if your focus is only on the sinfulness 
of man then you will be discouraged.  

In dealing with the reality of evil David does not become down-
cast, but he sets his gaze on the Lord above.  Specifically, he focuses 
on the Lord’s character, promises, and love toward those who know 
Him.  We live in an extremely fallen and sinful world, but the reality 
is that in spite of the sin in our world and in our lives, God extends 
grace, love and mercy in Jesus Christ!  When your focus is consumed 
with the Lord, and not on the sinful world around, you are propelled 
to live against the temptations, through the trials, and in victory as 
the Lord Himself carries you through.

Last week, a life-long family friend passed away, so I made a quick 
trip to Uvalde for his service.  To stay awake, I listened to local talk 
radio out of Lubbock and San Antonio.  

Except for Rush Limbaugh, I don’t listen to much talk radio or 
cable news on TV.  So, I got to hear about global warming, the Su-
preme Court possibly taking up the Colorado case where Christians 
refused to make a wedding cake for a gay couple, and abortion.  

When you are on the road for hours, you get the opportunity to 
think about many things, and I came away from listening to talk ra-
dio thinking that way too many people are messing with God.

For example, one talk show host didn’t know if we needed to cool 
or warm the Earth.  Who decides such things? And, what if the “de-
ciders” make the wrong choice?  How is changing the temperature 
1/2 degree over the next 100 years going to do anything for anyone?  
So many, many more questions come to mind.  

God is our Creator.  He creates everything for His purpose.  So, 
when people start trying to change things, like the temperature, gen-
der, or determining whether a baby lives or dies, because they think 
they know what is best, they are messing with God.  They are saying 
He has made mistakes, and God doesn’t make mistakes.

I choose to trust God and not man.  God creates all; He knows all; 
He knows what is best for us.  Being in a relationship with Him and 
reading/studying His Word is the best way to know what God wants 
for His creation.  There was once a television show entitled “Father 
Knows Best.”  Well, Father God really does know best.  Don’t un-
necessarily create problems by messing with Him.    

“Are you going to church today?”  When many people answer this 
question, they are referring to a building.  There is something to be 
said for this understanding because we often speak of a sacred space 
or holy ground.  It is a place where we intentionally focus on God 
and our spiritual life.  Ironically, the physical can be part of our faith.  
However, to see church only as a building is to misunderstand what 
church is, and leaves out some very important elements of our faith.

The church of Jesus Christ is not a building.  It is a community 
of faith, those called out to share the good news of God’s grace and 
mercy, revealed most fully in Jesus Christ.  A building cannot speak 
to those in the world who are hurting: it cannot feed those who are 
hungry, clothe those who are naked, or stand with those who have 
been victims of injustice.  Only a community can provide a sense 
of mutual support and care.  A building can be helpful in those en-
deavors.  It can provide a place to gather for worship, planning and 
serving.

When a community of faith gathers, those present can be helped 
to understand that they are not alone.  Being in the presence of oth-
ers assists with getting to know each other, to learn others’ gifts, 
passions, hopes, fears, and needs.  The community’s diversity is a 
strength, which enables us to discern the ways we can work together 
to become more fully the body of Christ.

Worship within a community can be uplifting and inspirational.  
As people join together in song and praise there is an energy that 
develops and feeds our spirits.  The joy of Christ’s presence is shared 
as it is seen in the eyes of each other.

There is a wider view of faith and the world that is present when 
we gather in community.  The people gathered bring a variety of ex-
periences and understanding together.  As these are shared we have 
the possibility of seeing what we might not have seen before.  People 
learn from one another.  Resources and areas of need that were once 
invisible might become visible.

When we go to church, it is my prayer that it is about more than a 
building.  May it be seen as a community gathered by Christ for wor-
ship, learning, mutual support, and service.

June is moving right along. The time of year where the corn is up, 
the milo too and the wheat is almost done. The problem when seen 
at the post office or around town comes from the prayer requests I 
receive. “Hey, Jeff keep that rain in your prayers, we need a good 
start to that dryland milo.” “Hi Jeff, pray for few good clear days so 
we can get that wheat crop out.” So, you see the quandary. Things 
really get exciting when I get asked by the farmer who has wheat and 
milo and needs a slow, steady inch on the place out north of town, but 
wants me to ask the Lord to keep it dry just a couple miles over. Now 
I know that is not impossible. I have seen it rain on the old Pruitt 
place and across the turn-row my granddad got nary a drop. How 
does one pray for dry rain?

It is almost a cake and eat it too scenario. But the truth is we often 
struggle with prayers that seem contradictory to each other or at the 
least just a little bit particular. One prays for God’s healing, another 
for God’s speed to carry the loved one home, yet both are praying to 
the same God about the same person.

I am not often given much insight as to why God does what He 
does. In fact, most often I do not try to out guess what God may or 
may not do. Our prayer is our speaking to God. I think the problem 
comes from doubting what we pray. True enough God may say no 
to our request, but will I trust Him even if it is no. Or if it rains on 
the wheat and skips the milo? Can I learn to simply pray “Thy will 
be done.” Yes, I should make my requests known and be specific if 
you need, but also trust that regardless of how God answers, you will 
continue to come before Him and not quit because you do not like 
the answer.

For the record, I do not pray for dry rain. I pray that God provide 
each what he needs for today, because that is all we really have any-
way. Today.
